of the above effusion that he should be 
so wanting in common sense as to make 
such statements when a moment’s re­
flection must have shewn him that the 
conduct he charges others with he is 
guilty of himself. He, as a member of 
the Council, on the 9th of October, 1873, 
allowed the report of the Market Com­
mittee adopting the site (which he now 
objects to) to pass without offering an 
amendment, and he voted for its adop­
tion, On the 19th Jan., J874, when the 
subject of the plans for a building on 
that very site was brought up in Council 
by a report of the Market Committee, he 
offered no amendment, and again voted 
for the report of tho Committee.

These are facts which any ratepayer 
consulting the minutes of C'ounoU can 
see for himself. Here is a consistent 
man, who,wrapped np in his own concert, 
seems to think he will elevate himself 
in the opinion of the electors by the in­
solent assertions made in his letter,which 
assertions are utterly untrue. In the 
first place, how could there be any con­
cealment in the public acts of the Coun­
cil with reporters present at every meet­
ing ; and when the report of the Market 
Committee, recommending the site, and 
that plans be prepared for that site, was 
adopted by the Council on Oct. 9,1873, 
this report had my signature attached, 
and was published in the newspapers 
with the proceedings of Council. This 
was three months before the elections, 
and the ratepayers had every oppor 
tnnity to know what my action had been 
in the matter.

I had nothing to conceal at the nomi­
nation. I scorn all concealment in matters 
affecting the interests of the people. If 
the proposal was so “ monstrous,” why 
did not Mr. Crowe, who was present at 
the West Ward nomination, call the at­
tention of the electo/s to the “ monstous 
proposal” which was adopted by the 
Council on Oct 9th, 1873—and show up 
the “ closen foot" as he so elegantly 
terms it?
