The child died on June 4th, after al

short illness. The death was classed
as sudden, and was not even reported

to the city health officer. Investigation |

at the undertaker's offices disclosed

‘the fact that the child had died of a

contagious disease, and Coroner Cos-
tello took charge of the affair.

It was found that, even when
child developed alarming
its parents did not c(ll medical aid.
and allowed the boy die without
summoning a doctor. The jurors, how-
ever, partiaily excused the parents by
deciding that their’ action was . due
more to ignerance of the city's health
laws than by wilful neglect. Diphtheria
