Mr. Justice Meredith has just rem-
dered a decision which 1s important to
municipal councils. Mr. Johnston, &
taxpayer in the town of Petrolea, com-
plained that certain private parties in
that town, and the corporation, had
caused sewers or drailns to be con-
structed, “discharging noxious or dele-
terious water or substances into a
natural stream,” appreciably “damag-
ing the plaintiff and his riparian rights
s owner of lands” bordering on the
Stream in question. The case was
heard at the recent Lambton assizes
in Sarnda, and Judgment was reserved.
Judge Meredith has now delivered
Judgment, dismissing the case against
the private property owners, but giv-
ing judgment against the corporation
of the town, and $50 damages; sus-
bending the operation of the injunc-
tion to close the sewers for nine
months, to give the council time to
abate the nuisance and comply with
the requirements of the judgment.

The moral of this decision, as was
the effect of the decision of the Su-
preme Court at Ottawa in regard to
the South London sewerage case, is
that corporation councils must pro-
vide proper means for carrying off the
sewage from municipalities under their
charge.

Petrolea, it is made manifest, must
provide needed sSewerage, as well as
waterworks, if it is to take its proper
Place as a progressive town.

Two Welcomes.

The Russian Czar concludes b’ visit
to his wife’s grandmother this week,
and leaves for France on Saturday.
The Czar and Czarina have had a
pretty quiet visit to the British ruler
at her Highland home in Scotland, but
the cablegrams say that the bracing
outdoor exercise of hunting and driv-
ing was just what the Russian Em-
peror needed. Of greater importance
to the public, could it be got at, would
be details of the conference between
Lord Salisbury and the Czar on the
momentous European and Asiatic
questions which are agitating the na-

tions at present. There are those who

hope that the Czar’s visit to his Brit-
ish relations might resuilt in an un-

derstanding not only on the Turkish
question, but also on the future rela-
tion of Britain and Russia to “hina
and Corea. While it is true that the
two greatest empires of modern times
are closer together than they have
been for two generations, both are
known to have policies of national
aggrandizement not always control-
iable by royal family predilections,
nevertheless the Czar of all the Rus-
sias can do much to help along an
amicable solution of many points in
Eastern policy.

It would certainly be a wise thing
for Great Brfitain and Russia to get
together, and by a conciliatory course
promote their respective ambitions
without injury to either country. If,
in the quiet, easygoing, British way,
the British Premier has so impressed
the Czar, there should be evidence of
the fact in the near future. If Russia
and Great Britain, for example, were
agreed on the question of the disposi-
tion of Turkey, the future of that land
would be as good as settled, for it
would be difficult for any combination
of nations to resist the “clearly de-
clared will of these two great nations.

———

While Great Britain has been enter-
taining the Czar and Czarina in its
own mnon-spectacular way, a welcome
of an entirely different character
awaits their Majesties in France. They
will arrive at Cherbourg on Monday
next, and on Tuesday, they will reach
Paris. Aeccording to a correspondent,
it will be given to no one more than
once in a lifetime to see a grander,
madder sight than the French capital
will at that time present.

That is the hope which,
openly or secretly, actuates every
move of the average Frenchman in
his dealings with the Russian royal
visitors.

Canada in Paris.

A comrespondent of the Montreal
Star writes to ask why the Canadian
consulate in Paris is not to be found
in the directory mow in the pocket
guides with which Parisian policemen
are armed? He says thait he seanched
in vain in the directory for the name
of M. Fabre, the Canadian agent. The
Dominion, he concludes, has lost pres-
tige through this neglegt. Under the
late Governicent, the Canadian agen-
cy in Paris cost several thousands of
dollars annually, but it appears that
it has been of very little value to this
country. ,

ished, or a live agent, who will see to
it that #t ¥ made a force for the
benefit of the Pominion should be
placed at its head.

ILL-ASSORTED ROYAL WEDDING.

An 1ill-assorted marriage will be that
between Princess Helene of Monte-
negro and the Crown Prince of Na-
ples, heir to the throne of Italy. The
princess is a stalwart brunette, nearly
6 feet high, and one of the handsomest
women in Europe, while the prince is
almost a dwarf, being less than § feet
in height, and so poor in health that
his life has often been despaired of.
There are other royal pairs who are
disproportionate in size, the Princess
of Wales being taller than her hus-
band, but none so incongruous as this
will be. Princess Helene {8 ambitious;
she tried to marry the young Czar of
Russia, but was jilted by him. The
Crown Prince’s hand was rejected by
every marriageable princess in Eur-
ope, and so in this respect they are
well matched. She is handsome and
poor; he is ugly and rich, and they
are well content to strike a bargain.
Her only fault is her poverty, the
revenues from her father’s little king-
dom being sufficient to support him
and her in no better style than many
Canadians live. His subjects number
less than 200,000, his country is tiny,
and his capital town of Cettinje has
only one hotel, no bank or theater,
and no houses of decent appearace ex-
cept the shabby old villa in which he
lives. The only virtue of the Crown
Prince of Naples is that some day he
will be King of Italy. He is bad-
tempered, dissolute in habits, and fond
of gambling and drink. He is a hy-
pochondriac, and when not really ill
imagines that he 8 so. If his bride
is a dutiful wife, she will spend most
of her <{ime nursing him. In Monte-
negro there is some disapproval of the
marriage, because the beautiful Prin-
cess Helene is thought by the moun-
taineers to be worthy of a better fate.
In Italy every one is well content.
They expected that the prince would
never be able to find a bride.

MUNICIPAL BOOK-KEEPING.
Toronto Week.
The confusion into Which the treas-
urer of Guelph city has allowed his
accounts to fall is only one more in a

As we
have a provincial inspector of insur-
ance companies’ accounts, ‘'whose sale
ary is paid by the companies, why not
have a provincial inspector of munici-
pal accounts, whose salary might be
paid by small contributions from each
municipality? The mere existence of
such an officer would serve as a deter-
rent against deliberate defalcation,
j and he might do much useful work by
educating municipal councils and their
officers up to a greater efficiency in the
discharge of their duties.
