There are at the present moment
three great desiderate demanding atten-
tion, legisiation, exeoution, each and
all of which must exert an important ine
flaence upon the geueral prosperity of
the colony, if, a8 we trest they may be,
carried into effeet. 'Weo sallude to the
Lane & Kurtz miniog enterprise, the
scheme for throwing open the trae door
to Ominecs, snd the propossl to intro-
duce Thomson®s Patent Road Steamers
into British Colambis. The second bas
been sont to the Exeeutive. The first
avd third are still before the Legisla-
tore. All three have ‘siready redeived
more or less notice at our hands; but so
impressed are we with the importasce
of these enterprises.that we venture, at
the risk of {atiguing the reader, to of-
for a few additional obeervations, For
the sake of convenience we sball take
them up in the ofder in whieh they have
been mentioned. The movament hay—
ing tor its immediate objeet the de«
velopment of that tract of auriferous
Jand on the lower part of William Creek
knewn a8 ‘The Meadows® we have all
along regarded in the light of the dawn
of & new and most important era in
the mining history of this colony. Even
if the view be confined to the immediate

on band; and with them we must,
therefore, be very brief. The recom-
mendation of the Legislature for epen-
ing the troe door to Omineea is now
engaging the attention ef the Executive.
We ask the Hxeeutive, in the name of
seventeen-hundred petitiosers, indeed,
we may say, in the name of the entire
white population, to lean to the side
of enterprise and liberality in coming to
a decision, The people are asking
that & certain portion of their own
money may be employed in what they
believe te be & most important and
bighly reproduetive work. They have
a right to ask this ; and they have =
right to expeet that what they ask will
be gramted. We claim that enough is
now known regarding the ricbness and
extent of the new Eldorado to justify
the expenditsre. Nay, we will go
farther and aseert that Lhe other resoure
ees of the great country to the North-
east of Quesnel eall for an extension of
the present road-systzam. Let it not be
said that one of the last administrative
aots of our present Governor was to
turn & deaf ear to the unanimous and
unequivocal request of the people. Liast,
though not least, we come to consider
‘the proposal to introduce into this col-
ony : Thumson’s Patent Road Steamers,
with the exoception of railway, the bess
meats of locomotion now knows, It is
scarcely probable tbat there will be any
opposition to this measure. The ad-
vantages certain to acorue to the colony

object of the enterpiise tbe probable
resalts are very great, - Upon ‘FPhe
Meadows' individual offort-has expends
ed upwards of hatt'a million in a fruit~
less attempt to_rench rich deposits the
existenes of whioh none  doubt, That
the splendid aud powerfal ‘machinery
now being introduced into the colony,
backed up, as it is, by ample -ospital,
and by the best. energy. and skill of
Californis, will trinmph over all dificul-
ties and send out of ‘The Meudows,’
for years to'come, & steady stream of
gold does not appear to ‘admit of gues-
tion. Looking st this as & pioneer en-
terprise, destined t0 lead to othersef a
kindred nature, it would, isdeed, be
diffioult to estimate it8. importanege tao
highly. In truth the enterprise is pre-
oisely that desideratum for which the
colony has been Wwaiting, praying, lan-
guishing; and its advent is, tberefore,
hailed with universal satistaction from
one end of the conniry to the other,
Thie : company has eeme : before the
Deegislature asking for a-Bill to exempt
the machinery from eertain imposts,
Before entering inte any acioal expen—
diture the gentlemen from whom _ the
company takes its name obtained such
assuranees from His Bxcellenoy the
Governor as entitled them, to expect ex-
;emption from thesa imposts. But we

-hear:that a difficulty has been raised.

The company agreed to- bave certsin
machinery on the ground by “a given
time. This they havo failed te do. The

iliness of Mr, Kurtz, after hig reiurn to,

San Francisco,, and the' difficulty . in
getting the machinery made: oaused,
‘that machinery:to: be landed here at &
geason of the year whean it-was practiosl-
ly impossible te haye it moved ‘to Cari-
boo. The Company, having satisfied
the Executive thet failure to fulfil the
letter of the engagement in this respeet
was the result of circumstances over
whioh they hdd ho contrel, experienced
little difficulty in obtaining s reasonab
exteasion of tinie. ~ And* it-is here that
we have been given ta.understand the
difficulty comes in. “The exemption
from imposts virtually promised jn the
first instance, may poseibly be opposed
vpon the gromod tbat the Company
failed to have the mschinery at The
Meadows in the specified time. Now
we  are most _unwilling to bes,
lieTe that it is seriously intended to
oppose the Bill apon caoh greunds.
Either good reasons for failare to de-
liver were shown by the company..or
they were note That the reasons were
;od and safficient may fairly be assume
od from the fact that th Executive was
satisfied and the extension granted.
That extension rested upon iis owa
merits, and the failure o _deliver was
condened. It would, therefore,
manifestly unjust te fall back npon that
.as & reason why good faith shoald not
pow be kept between the Exdcative and
the Company in respsst of a separate
issne which has ne legitimate coanee-
tien with it, and which shenid be * al-
lowed to stand or fall by its own merits
—rest upon its owa bottom. . Wé have
no desire t0 threaten; bat, should there
be any intention to eppose the Bill, we
would remind both the Liegislature and
the Execative that the machinery of the
Lene & Knriz company 'has not yet
penetrated to the interier, Is is still
lying upon the wharf; and should ‘the
company be met with & breseh of faith
on the very.threshold of this great en~
* terprise,.is it “certain that théy would
feel justified in proceeding ! ' 1s it mot
hi?ﬁ]&ly‘ probable that they wonid retreat
while they ar¢ in & position to do se
with comparatively little loss ? And
what would the country ~say then?
w  would a Government that had
pipped in the bud this great enterprise
stand-with the people?. But, we ‘had
almost forgotien, in the importance of
this question, that we have two ethers

from the introduction of these steamers
areso palpable and 80 great that they
'can  hardly fail .to.. force themselves
home even to the mest obtuse mird.
Oaeof the greatest—indeed we may
say the greatest—difficalties with which
development has had to contend in the
interior is the dearness of living; and
this condition is chiefly the result of the
great expense of moving supplies from
the head of mavigation on the Lower
Fraser. Thecost of frieghtirg goods
fromYale te Oariboo now ranges as high
8a 18 and even 25 ets. a pouad. During
a short period in Summer it is done
for eonsiderably less; but in the very
seasong of the year that supplies would
natarsily be most needed—ihe Spring
and Fall—the price commonly reaches
these' figures. Take the lowest figure
pnamed, and it needs no argument to
show that anything like general and
bealthy develepment in the intsrior is
rendered nearly impossible. Three
huudred and sixty doliars & ton for
freight alone from Yule to Barkerville!
Aud then, the question of time. *Time
{s money,’ With the present modes of
trapsport goods are nsually from six to
oight weeks in fransitu bstween Yuale
and Barkerville. Six te eight weeks in
time, and three bundred and sixty dollars in
mosey! Under these conditions it is only
the richest: spots that can be made to pay
the wmioer. It is only famioe prices that
will pay the farmer. Bat what does the
Thomsen Road Steamer propose doing? It
propeses 1o earry Ireight from Yale to Bar-
keeville, at all seasons, in ten days, and at
rates never to exeeed ten oem s a pouad.
Sarely mo: werds are needed to sbow that
Abip. mesans revolution—tbat it means agri-
cultaral expansion and the profitable work-
ing of mineral greund which high rates of
liviog have hitherto left undisturbed. This
new 'and improved means of freightisg weuld
appéar o be just what is needed in order to

| promote the expansioc of agricultural and

mineral development in the great interier.
These Road Bteamers will constitate a moss
fittiog foreruoper, as they will aiterwards
ptove & valuable feeder, to the railway ; and
it will be. tbe duty of the Government te ex-
terd to $he enterprising gentlemen propesing
to introduce them every ressonable and ne-
cessary epcouragement.

The Decay of Apple and Vi)herry Trees.

Eprror Bririss Coronist :—Ia your issue
of Sunday last an item appears calling at-
tention to the premature and mysterious de«
cay, in this Colony, of tbe apple and cherry
trees , and appealing to nurserymen and
gerdeners for imformation as t0 the cause
and the proper remedy te be applied.
In the absence of better information—the
subjects being not new to me,—I am in-
duced to send yeu & few notes thereon.
Premising, howsever, that I do mot go the
whele length with you, 1o believing that
the whole of tbe apple and cherry trees in
the colony are more or less affacted with
diseage—or {hat the cause is so enveloped
in mystery a8 vou have supposed. Oa the
comntrary large numbersof perfestly healthy
trees, of the kinds, do oxist in the ~celony,
and in most cases of diseased trees which
have come !nder my own observation the
real or proximate cause has not been difficnlt
of explanation.
§ There are various causea operating either
siogly or in combination, producing the
evil complained of, but the primary ones
are unfitaess, and want of preparation of the
soils and eubsequent b:d mapagement, tos
géther with climatic infloences over which
we bave only partial control. And first as
to soil, how often in tbis colony do we see
proper atteation paid to selecting a samitable
goil or site for an orchard, In a mas
jority of cases choice is made of plota of
land haviog perhaps oaly from six to nine
inches of light vegetable soil, resting om a
gravel gub-s0ily 80 dry and poor as scarcely
to gupport the native planis that grow.on i,
or elge goils are chosen on sites naturally too
wet for the trees in question. On scils such
as these, and without any previoas prepara?
tion in the shape of {renching, eub-soiling,
drainisg etc., so essential o ali-soils intend-
ed for an orcbard, ths trees are planted; what
wonder then if disence and death follow,
In a majority of casrs the owner imagines
he oan compensate for uny previous short-
comings by keepicg the land under culiivas
tion, soratching tbe scil lour iochea deep by
means of the plough. Under such treat-
ment the trees will probably grow away and
bear pretty freely for a few years, or until
the roots bave taken full possession of the
soil from whieh in all probability the larg~
er porlion of the alimeni necessary for the
fatore welfare of the trees hss
been abstracted by the ocatch crops. In
such oases debility and decay commence,
sed uunlesa some of the abstracted pabnlam
bg supplied to the soil in the shape of max
nure, mulching, etc., many of the trees will
die.

1n addition to - the above named fertile
causes of decay 1 may mentien climate as
one of tne prineipal sources from whence
spring those cankered and gangremed spots
with which the trunka and branches of young
apple trees are afflicted when planted ia sit-
uations exposed to the full force of the suds
den depreseion of tomperature which often
occurs during severe winters. Shelter and
planting trees grown in the colony will
de muoch to core this evil: ' In conneetion
with the management of orchards ome often
meeta with a large amount of quackery some
advising one thing and some aunother as &
cure for all the evils to which fruit trees are
heir te, [ bave aven haard of fish eil being
applied to the trunks and branches, as a
panacea against all evila! ! | Physiologically
mach mighkt be said why one kind of tree
withstands the ill ireatmeot which destroy
others, but the subject would eecopy too
mueh of yeur space if dealt with intelligent-
ly. Cultivators, however, may rest assared
that with proper attention to the choice
of site, soil, ehelter, preparation of land,
mulching, non-exhamstion of the soil by
catoh cropsand ordinary common sense after
treatment —in fact by keeping the feeding
or digestive organs, roots aod:leaves in
health—mush of the evil nomplained ofmay
bo lesssied or prevenied sliogetbar.
