We learn by a recent telegram from 
Winnipeg that the Northern Pacific is 
about to secure control of the Manitoba 
and Northwestern railway. This rail­
way is on the line at first intended for 
the Canadian Pacific. It runs through 
the most fertile part of the Northwest 
Territories. Prince Albert is at pres­
ent its objective point, but when it 
reaches that place, it will no doubt be 
pushed on to Edmonton, and from there 
it must find a way to the Pacific Ocean. 
The route first surveyed for the Cana­
dian Pacific was past Edmonton to the 
Yellow Head Pass, and on through Brit­
ish Columbia to Bute Inlet. The Canada 
Western takes this route.
