Add the ex­
penses up and you will find that he 
has left about *25 to” buy food and 
clothes—*25 a month. A single man 
may be able to keep himself at that, 
but take the case where the man has 
a wife and say three children, and 
there are lots of such. It’s pretty hard 
then for a man to clothe his wife and 
children, feed them, and buy school 
books for his children. By dint of econ­
omy he may, do it, but he certainly 
won’t be able to. put by anything 
against a rainy day. No saving bank 
account or life insurance for him. It’s 
all that he can do to make both ends 
meet.”
