The Best Cure for Smallpox,

In the fifth annual report of the lllinois

board of “health there is an amount of
proof that vaccioation is not only a pre.
ventive of smallpox, but also a cure for the
disease, which, prima facie, seems con.
clusive, This proof” has recently been
strikingly confirmed by the experience in
Pulaski county, in that state, where 144
cases of smallpox ‘ocourred as the result
of @xposure during & megro * protracted
_meeting.” Everyone - of the patients
who were vaccinated after exposure
recovered, while nearly 36 per cent.
of those not vaccinated died, Daring the
epid‘bmic of 1881 83 more cases recovered
(94.2 per cent:) among those vaccinated
buly after the disease was contracted than
smong those who had been previously
vaccinated (93.1 per cent.) The following
is cited as a typical illustration : Of three
children exposed to a case of smallpox at
the same time, one had been vaccinated
and the others not, The former escaped
entirely,’but. on the fourteenth day after
exposure both the latter were attacked
with the usual febrile symptoms. One of
them was at once vaccinated, but the other
resisted the operation, On the third day
sfter vaccination it was evident that the
operation had been successful, and both
diseascs ran their-course together until the
eighth day, when the smallpox pustules
began to dry up and the child rapidly
recovered. The unvaccinated ochild died
on the twelfth dsy. Numerous similar
jnstances are given by a large number of 4
reporting physicians, so that there would
geem to be no room for doubt,

With smallpox increasing abroad, and
already epidemic in Montreal and Mexico,
this matter should ;receive the attention of
physicians generally, since there is a wide.
spread belief among’them that vaccination
after exposure is uscless,

Captains and the Yolunteers Pay.

Unless the government changes its policy
the captaing of several companies that
-gerved in the Northwest will be out of

ocket. Take a company of the grenadiers
of Teronto. By law a company contains
42 men, including 4 sergeants -and 4 cor-
porals 3 in the Northwest the companies
were almost doubled, consisting of 63 to 70
men. A number of the captains appointed
an additional seygeant and 2 corporals on
account of the increased nnmber of men,
The department of militia has declined to
recognize these additions and the captains
have either to pay the money out of their

LETTER FROM THFE. CONSUMERS' GAS COMPANY
was laid before the Committe :

Toronto, August 18; 1885,
John Blevins, Eaq., City Clerk, Toronto:

Sir,—Your communication of the 30th
ult , with copy of an order from the Com-
mittee on Fire and Gas, requeeting this
Company to alter the terms of their tender
so a8 to comply with the modifications
asked for by the Committee in a letter
