'Toronto at 2 p.m., arriving here at 6 o’clock
next morning, passing the river in daylight
and doing the up trip in 21 hours instead of
44 to 47 hdurs as under the present arrange-
ments,

to the seaside from: the south-and west to
come to Torohto instead . of going down by
rail on the south shore of the lake; and give
them an opportunity of seeing our city and
spending sompe of their surplus cash. .
