jous year, The value of the product
was $50 to $60 per ton. Th2 gilver lead
deposits in British Columbia were very
extensive, and were being workad to
some extent, but ore was sent to the
United States to be smelted, This re-
tarded the development of the indus-
try, especially as only a certain class of
ores would bear the expense of trans-
portation. It was provided in the:act
that a smelter must begin operations
before July 1 next.

‘Mr, Laurler said that, in view of the
depressed state of the silver market
and the condition of the Dominion
finances, this hardly seemed to be a
most suitable time to make an offer of
this kind; but, as the amount was
small, and it was ap experiment which
might be the means of developing the
principal industry in British Columbia,
he would not offer any opposition.
(Loud Ministerial cheers.) The resolu-
tion was carrled unanimously.

Rad.al Railway Bill

The first hour after recess was de-
voted to private bills, and first was
taken up the act to incorporate the In-
ternational Radial Railway Company.

Three amendments
to theforiginal clause wer® offered,and
finally! Mr. Masson, promoter of the
bill, agreéd to a compromise stipylat-
ing that if the construction of any of
the three lines of the system be not
commenced, and 15 per cent. of the
whole capital stock expended, within
two years, or if each of the railways
be not operated within five years, their
charter shall be void as regards so
much of the railways as has not been
commenced in two years or finished
in five.

. Mr, . F. Maclean made a stout
stand against the adoption of the 14th
o;\ause of the bill, which empowers the
company- to lease or transfer 1ts lines
to the Canada Southern, C.P.R. or New
York Central. The member for East
York deprecated the idea of these big
companies being empowered to come in
~and gobble up even our electric roads.

‘Th bill eventually passed through
committee in its amended form, and
was read a third time and passed.

Several other bills were also put
through the final stage, including Mr.
Metcalfe’s bill respecting the Kingston
& Pembroke Railway.

Decrease in Cost of the State Department

After some talk on Lake Erie fishery
matters, in the ‘course of which Mr.
Allan (South Essex) denounced the fish-
ery regulations as unnnecessary and
unjustifiable, the House got into Com-
mittee of Supply.

He said he represented
the original promoters of the railway,
who assigned their charter to the pre-
sent promoters on condition that they
were to be paid $100,000 in casn ana
$200,000 in stock. This agreement had
not been carried out. Mr, Teetzel or
Hamilton also appeared before - the
committee to secure protection for the
claims of C. R. Smith, who secured
the passage of several by-laws for the
company.
