NATIONS UNDER A TRIBUNAL

Peter McKay AlsodSubmits Plan
To Correct Industrial Strikes
Within Any One Country.

Creation of a [nited Europe in many
ways similiar to the federal organiza
tion of the United States and the abso
lute outlawry of a plan sub
mitted by Peter McKay, manager
Ross Limited factory, to the DBritish
lLeague for world peace in answer 1o
(question: *How can and pros-
perity be restored in Great Britain and
Europe through international co-oper-
ation?”

His plan involves two sections. One
dealing with the national reorganiza-
tion in the British Isles, the other takes
up the problem of Europe as a whole.

For Great Britain he urges that the
superstructure of the social and national
life shall based upon the principle
which extends equal rights and
ileges to all without respect to class
distinetions. The national resources and
public utilities shall be conserved to
meet the common needs of the people,
and that the common use of natural re-
sources shall not be prejudicial to suc-
ceeding generations through waste.

The international plan calls
stitutional union between the 25
tions of Iurope, including Russia and
Germany, these to prepare a code of
laws for international purposes based
on the principle of equal rights to all
and special privileges to none.

An internationl court would be estal-
lished, Mr. McKay suggests, to adminis-
ter the pan-Kuropean code, and from
which court there would be no appeal.

Armaments and the creation of new
means of warfare should be limited by
the league to the actual needs of the po-
lice force of KEurope, an international
body operating on Jand and sea.

Maintenance of the inter-Kuropean
police force would be born pro-rata by
the nations of Burope, and it is held
axiomatic that the geographical limits
of the signatory countries sghould be
definitely fixed.

However, should Europe or any part of
United Europe be attacked Ly an out-
side predatory power, all the high con-
tracting nations would concert in com-
mon cause against the enemy and de-
stroy its very existence as a nation.

And being attacked, as stated above,
each nation would immediately mobilize
their entire man-power and material,
wealth and conscript their capital and
industrial resources for the purpose
2f shortening the struggle, thus pre-
enting needless destruction of life and
property.

EACH NATION BOUND.

Financially, Mr. McKay proposes that
each nation of United Burope should be
bound to honor all pledges and fulfil all
sbligations and liquidate all indebtedness
to the b.st of their united ability, ad-
just tariifs to promote trade and to
stabilize currencies so0 that no superior
nation wbould ke at an advantage with
a weaker as regards purchasing power.

Contracts for war material and mili-
ary stores would be arranged that
here would be no profit possible in time
of war,

Mr., McKay's plan is submitted in the
£1,000 ¢ontest for the best scheme for
restoring peacé and prosperity both in
Great Britain and in Europe and will be
forwarded to London, England, this
week.
