Great Soudan Battle.

GEN, SIR HERBERT KITCHENER ACHIEVES A
SPLENDID VICTORY.

Omdurman, opposite Khartoum, on_the
Nile, Nubia, Sept. 2, by camel post to Nas-
ri. —The Sirdar, Gen. Sir Herbert Kitch-
ener, with the Khalifa’s black standard, cap-
tured during the battle, entered Omdurman,
the capital of Madhism, at 4 o'clock this af-
ternoon, at the head of the Anglo-Egyptian
column, after completely routing the Der-
vishes and dealing a death blow to Mahdism.
Roughly, our losses were one hundred,
while thousands of dervishes were killed-or
wounded.

Last night the Anglo-Egyptian army
camped at Agaza, eight miles from Omdur-
man. The Dervishes were three miles dis-
tant. At dawn to day our cavalry, patrol
ling toward Omdurman, discovered the
enemy advancing to the attack in battle
array, chanting war songs. Their front con-
sisted of infantry and cavalry, stretched out
for three or four miles. Countless banners
fluttered over their masses and the copper
aud brass drums resounded throngh the
ranks of the savage warriors, who advanced
unwaveringly, with all their old time ar-
dor. Oar infantry formed up outside the
camp. On<tke left were the Firat Battalion
Northumberland Fusiliers, the Second Bat-
talion Lancashire Fusiliers, and the First
Battalion Grenadier Guards, with the Maxim
manned by the 11yl Iecish Fusiliers. Io
our centre wete First Battalion War-
wickshire, First Battalion Cameron High-
landers, and the First Battalion Linceln-
shire regiment, with Maxims worked by a
detachment of the Royal Artillery, under
Major Williams. On our right were. the
Soudanese br commanded by Gen.
Maxwell and Gen. M The Egyp-
tian brigade held ihe reccrve th flauks
were supported by the Muxim-Nordenfeldt
batteries.

At 7.30 p. m., the enemy crowded the
ridges above the camp and advanced stead-
ily in enveloping formation. At 7.40 our
artillery opened fire, which was answered
Ly the dervish ritlomen, The attack de
veloped on the far t, and in accordance
with their tradit tactics, they swept
down the hillside with the desiga of rushing
our flank. But the withering fire main-
tained for en mivutes by all arms in our
line, frastrated the attempt, and the der
vishee, balked, swept towards our centre,
upon which they concentrated a fierce at-

STRONG PLEA FOR CLOSkER LEUATIONS.

Saratoga, N. Y., Aug. 31.—The following
address on the proposed Anglo-American al-
liance was delivered before the American
Social Science Association at its annual meet-
ing in this city to-day by Mr. Charles A.
Gardiner, A. M., Ph. D., counscl for the ele-
vated railways of New York city. Mr.
Gardiner began his speech by pointing out
the aggressive attitude of Russia in the Far
East, and citing the importance of an alliance
between Great Britain and the United States
in order that their immediate interests might
be protected.

** Thousands of miles away from their seat
of government on the other side of the globe
two great Anglo Saxon races have met face
to face for the first time in history, for Eog
land has been in the Orient for a cenfury,
and America now holds the Philippines. If
America intends to hold the Philippines, then,
an alliance with Great Britain becomes the
most important problem of cur new world
relations, It has taken the United States
nearly a century to push her domain across
the continent and along four thousand miles
of the Puacific coast, and now the question
presents itself, * Why ‘turn back from the
Philippines 7’

““ More powerful than formally articulated
alliances and more enduring than written
treaties is the bond of interest and senti-
ment that unites the two branches of the
Anglo Saxon race. Next to giving us the
Philippines, the greatest blessing of our late
war was o rediscover Britain and America
to each other. The two peoples now, for
the first time in a century, earnestly desire
each other’s friendship. Nor is this a sud-
den aspiration born of emergencies in the
Spanish-American war, but the result, as
we have seen, of economid, political and
1acial forces which have been at work for
centuries. The great unwritten and natural
laws, the laws higher than human institu-
tions, are asserting their supremacy and are
drawing the two peoples together with an
impulse that no human power can safely re
sist. Tnat alliance is even more now than
a theory. It iy juast becomiog an actuality,
and woe betide any man or party that dis-
regards that fact und gets in front of an
inexorable racial movement -backed by a
hundred and twenty five million enlightened
sovereigns, -

Individual Responsibility in the Coming
Plebiscite.

It is not my intention to discuss the ad-
vantages or disadvantages of & prohibitory
law in our Dominion, or the readiness of our
Canadian people for such a law. Perhaps
too much controversy of that kind has taken
place already. What impresses .me most
deeply at this stage of the proceedings—and
what only leads me to write further on this
voluminiously treated (or, rather, ill treated)
(uestion—is the lamentable indifference and
inaction shown by even the warmest votaries
of temperance.

Assuming that the principle striven for is
in the interests of justice, truth, morality
and proeperity, and taking ro further re-
sponsibility in making that assumption than

Some four yesrs ago a similar vote was
taken, and resulted, let us sey, in & majority
of *“ Yeas.” But compare the circumstances
with those of the comiog ballot. Interest,
excited by the novelty of the question and
movement, vigorous action on the part of
enthusiastic, optimistic prohibitionists, who
felt that a holy and virtuous .government
stood ready to drop the golden apple of suc-
cessfully-prohibiting prohibition into their
hands as goon as the people faintly breathed
a maojority of ¢ Yeas,”—the coincidence of
date with a civic clection which relieved the
voter of the neccssity of repairing to the
polls for the sole purpose of signifying his
desire for a prohibitory law, but only re-
quiring the added trouble of putting a mark
on a pie f paper at the time of voting for
his fwplicitly-believed-in, virtuous govern-
ment. All these advantages, which rendered
it natural, easy —yea, almost imperative for
every man to add his quota to the mass cf
influence which was contidently expected to
sweep off the face of Canada, at least, this
““monster drink,” brought a unanimous and
heurty affirmative from the people. No!
True, o majority—but not overwhelminrg.

Has the coming contest these advautages ?
The second time one gives a child a toy to
play - with, especially if the anticipated
pleasure of possession resulted in disappoint-
ment in the first place, the gift will not be
as eagerly appropriated.

Men, who are but *‘children of a larger
growth,” would scarcely, even under the
same favoring circumstances as those of 94,
put forth as much effort now that the nov-
elty has disappeared. But the circumstances
are not as favorable. True, the government
has changed, and doubtless new hope inspires
the breasts of those who are sanguine of
suceess in their efforts for the banishment of
strong drink from Canada. It surely must
be a just, temperance loving government
which scts aside a special day with the ap-
propriation of half a million dollars to
help the people of Canada to show that
they want Prohibition Would it not,
then, be maligning this virtuous, law-making
body if we breathed a suspicion that the
temperance people were given this great
privilege in order that the passive, but
uevertheless powerful, hand of Indifference
may effectually crush out the question of
prohibitory law? Where ten men voted in
favor of the question before, will more than
one now take the trouble to go to the polls
solely fer that purpose? But in obtaining
the results of the general vote the nnmber
on the lists who do not vote at all will be
added to the ** Nays,”’—or the ** Nays " and
the indifferent ones counted the
o \.(’L\!. ‘

Knowing this, it is not rash to sy that
ure is brought to besr on
individu than that exerted threugh the
mediuvm of formal meetings, serwous and
newspapers, the 30:th inst. will witness a
most ignominious defeat for the temperance
people.

| one is easily seen, for another failure will be

attended with discouragernent on the part of
the prohibition party while the government
will be unwilling to undertake another cam-
paign of the kind for at least a generation.

I have tried to show where the danger to

If a voter |
were asked by a friend to promize to takean
hour on the day set aside for this vote and
cast his ballot for a law which was calculated

Why then could |
not a meeting be held in each ward or divis
ion of a county and one or two persons ap-
pointed in each section or subdivision to per-
sonally canvass every voter and if possible
oblain from each a promise to vote for pro-
hibition on the day in guestion
We have reached the stage where the
most important thing to do is to get men to
the poll to overcome the indifference of
th who would not otherwise take the
trouble to vote, and surely the most effective
way cf doing this is by active personal can-
vass. A few hours in the next three weeks
spent by one or two persons in each section
would insure of every voler being spoken to
and iofluenced to vote ““ yes,” and thus help
to swell to a large majority the ballotts
which will ask for the removal of the drink
trafiic from *“ our Canada,”
