Thus ivould the constituted authorities assumne, your-Conuittee believe, the riglit positiouý-vvould provide for the aboli-tion of a cruel ,4pecies of slavery, and for the establishmnent of free-domn fromn one vice, which is 80 greatly calculated to retard theprosperity of individuaIý and of cominuinities.
Your Cýonmmittee %vould respectfully and eurnnstly urge on the-Brethren, generally, renewved activity and unwvavering fidelity ini the,cause, believing that Providence iviil bless the righit endeavour, and'ihiat a good. timne indeed, awvaits the right chainpionship of the good.object.
