EXCOMMUNICATION.

Most churches have at times members whose
ungodly lives clearly show that their profession
of religion is only a pretense.  Shall these be
tolerated, or shall the church rid tself of them
by a solemn act of excommunication, which
means that the persons so dealt with are not to
be treated as members of the Church of Jesus
Christ? "This is a question that is frequently

" been led w hesitate as to their answer by reason
Joa teveal it? will you cowe to the light? oriof specious reasonings agamst the nght of ex-
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communicion in any case.  Without vpeaing
the New Testament just now, let us reason to-
gether for a moment.

It is sometimes sud that no body of peaple
can dut off a svut traan felfowship with Chinst;
that this can be done only by the sinning brother
himself, and it is inferred from this that a chiiech,
in eeluding a bad man from its wembership, is
undertaking something beyond its night ot power,
‘The premises are granted, but the conclusion 15
denied.  When a church reaches the concluston
that the persistent evil course of ong of - em-
bers proves that he has no sl)iriltlnlﬁ“_}sg\vsixi{) with
Christ, and that he s injunng & church by
making the impression that its members do not
se,ﬁdigsly condemn an ungodly life, and so i
selfdefense, as well 2s ¢ bring him to his senses,
expels him from church fellowship, it is not
suppysed-thiat such action changes his relation
to Jedus Christe  His own conduct -settles that
relatiuship. It is preposterous 1o suppaose that
a chsreh has no such right of selfdefense. It
is well known that ina decent community the
toleri tion of a member whose life is known as
one if constant uncleanness, will bring a whole
church into such bad odor that anything like
prosperity is morally impossible. Experience
has proved that prompt action in the exclusion
of such offenders relieves 2 church trom the
chargé of having a low standard of morality and
compels citizens of character to feel that its
fellowship means something.  Even in a com-
munity-where the standard of-morality is low, a
chugch that hopes to prosper must not tolerate
in itsicommunion men of bad lives. An insti-
wtiontcalled a church may seem to prosper, and
may, 50 far as numbers go, while taking in and
lioldivig in 1ts membership all that may be born
of 'ﬂ:‘s'}ymxd blood within the range of its influ-
\eragiabut.a chnrch svorthy, of: theteaghings of,
the New-Testament can be maintained and made
to prosper as a spirittal body only-by a new hife
of faith in Christ Jesus on the part of its mem-~
bers.  Christians must continue to crucify the
old man with his deecs, and, by a constant
sewking after that which is lovely and virtwous,
be nelpers in the great work of regenerating the
world. It is not to be believed without the
strongest testimony that a church having in view
such a high end must submit to have its inftuence
for good annihilated and its candle put out by
the malodorous atmosphere generated. in pits of
perdition, by confessing either its lack of nght
or desire to put away evil doers.  lostead of
being taught looser views on this subject our
churches need to have pressed upon them the
stern lessons of expetience and the direct words
of inspiration. It may be that we have not
suffered more from evil men than hae our
religtous neighbors, but we ought not to be satis
fied with losing nothing in such & comparison
If we are succeeding in reproducing, in any good
degree, the faith and life that the New Testa-
ment reveals, our record should be found more
than ordinarily clean. ‘The standard of hife in
every congregation shouid be so high that every
one secking church fellowship <houtd feet a
beavy weight of responsibility resting upon him
in assuming the obligation of wmembership i
such a body,  While this high standard s to be
kept ap mainly by persistent Scripture teaching,
reproving and rebuking with al longsuffering, it
can not be maintained while incorrigible sinners
are treated as members of the church and worthy
of full fellowship,

But it may be well to quote some Scripture on
the subject of excommunication :

“And of thy brother sin against thee, go, show
him his faolt between him and thee alone : if he
hear thee thou hast gained thy brother,  But if
he bear thee not, take with thee one or two more,
that at the mouth of two witnesses or three every
word may be established.  Aud if he refuse 10
hear them, tell it unto the church: and if he
refuse to hear the church also, let him be unto
thee as the Gentile and the publican.”  (Matt,
aviii: 15-17),

It may be truthfully said of this passage that
it does not directly authorize the church to with-
draw its fellowship from the brother who refuses
1o hear its voice in condemnation of his wiong-
doing, but only tells the complaining brother
how he is to treat the offender—* Let him be to

reasonible to suppose that the Charch wlhich be
refises 30 hear shoutd weat the offcader as il be
Bad done ne wrong winle one brother afone
should tura his back on him as indicated  Bu,
be this as aanay, Paul, i I Corn v, does not

is. “Therclore put away Irom among yourselves
that wiched person.”  If this 15 nut excommuni-
cation total-and complete it would be difficult
to express such a thought w intelligible language.
But against this conclosion the words of the
Saviour are quoted; ** Let both grow togethier
until the harvest,” (Matt. siii: 30).  But when
W 1s obiserved that “the Geld” in which they are
to be sllowed 10 grow-together is * the world,”
and not the chureb, the lack of relevancy in this
Passage 1o the matter before us witl appear.  “Uhe
passage smites the luquisition, — k.
