sago of the southewest coruer of the Konyunyik palace,
Mr. Layard stumbled upon o large number of picees of
fine clay, bearing tho impressions of scals, which thero
can bo no doubt had been aflixed, like modern official
soals of weax, to documonts written on leathor or parch-
wment. Tho writings of themselves have, of course,
decayed, but'eutiously enough, the holes for tho string
by which tho seal was fastened are still visible,and in
some instances tho ashes of the string itself may Lo
geon, together with the unmi‘smkcab\c marks of the fin-
ger and thumb. Four of those seals are purely Egyp-
tian. Two of them are improssions of a Royal siguct.
It is, says Mr. Layard, ¢ ono well knowa to Egyptian
gcholars, as that of the socond Sabaco, the Ethiopian of
the twenty-fith dyn=sty. On tha same picce of clay s
impressed an Assyria  ~h with a dovice representing
a priost ministering beforo tho king, probably a Royal
signet’  Wo ontreat the readors” attention to what fol-
lows. Sabaco reigned in Egypt at the end of the
eeventh century before Christ, the very time at which
Sennachorib ascended the throne.

Book of Kings (xvii.4,) ashaving received ambassadors
from Hoshea, King of Isracl, w0, by entering into a
leaguo with the Ezyptians, called down the vengeance
of Shalmaneser, whose tributary be was, ~wwhieh led to
the first great captivity of the people of Samaria. Shal-
maneser wo know to have been an immediate predeces-
sorof Sennacherib, and Tirakhah, the Egyptian king,
+vho was defeated by the Assyrians near Lachish, was
the immediate successor of Sabaco 1L Tt would seem
that a peace having been concluded between the Egyp-
sians and one of the Assyrian monarchs, probably Sen-
nacherib, the Royal signetsof the two kings, thus found
tozether, wero attached to the treaty, which was depo-
sited among the archives of the kingdom.”

«Tho document itzelf has perished, but the proof of
the alliznee between the two kings remaioy, and i3
actually reproduced from the archive chamber of the
oIl Assyrian king. The illustration of Scripture his-
tory is complete, and the testimony in favour of the
correct interprotation of tho cunciform character per-
fect.

% A now chamber, opencd in the north-west palace
at Nimroud, bad, inthe meanwhile, exhibited remains
ofa totally difforent character. Iere were discovered
tronzes of various kinds, caldrons, bells, rods, cups and
Jiches, besides soveral bundred studsand buttons in
mothes-of-peard and ivory, with many small roscttus in
metal. The caldrons were full of the smaller relics,
which had, no doubt, served asornaments of horse and
chariot furniture—the caldrons themselves  being
constantly represented a8 part of the spoil and tribute
obtained from conquered nations in the bas-relicf of
Nimroud and Konyunjik. Some of the cups and
Lwls are claborately ornamented with the figures of
wen and animaly, and the execution as well as the de-
siza of the subjects argue well forthe taste and skill
of the ancient artist. The execution, it may be remark.
od, is purely Assyrian 3 the inside, and not the outside

of these vessels, 13 ornamented, and the cmbossed
fizures ‘have been raised in the metal by a blunt in-
stroment, three or four stroles, of which, in many in-
“fanees, very ingenionsly produce the image of an ani-
wmal?

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LEDGE, JUNE, 1863—A letter wos read from the
Lord Bishop of Colombo, dated N, Eliya, Ceylon,
March 23, 1863. The following is an extrac—

« I sont you not long since an account of the opening
of two notive churches in the Society for Propagation
of che Gospol Mission of Milagraya, near Colombo,
which, with the timely and generous aid of your Soci-
ety, the Rev. J. Thurstan has comploted. A thind ig
now ready, but the villagers are desirous of connecting
their secluded village with the main road, to mako their
church moro accessible befors it is open, and for this
purpose are themselves now engagod in constructing a
branch road under hisguidance. On my retura to Ce-
Jombo next month (it all be well), it will probably be
prepared for my visit and Confirmation throngh the
rural districts south of Colombo.

Tho Mission has been latoly extended, and ombraces
soveral larzo and populous villages, not before included
within its limits, cach baving its own little chapel and
school, served by Mr. Thurstan and his ten assistants,
as cithor cateclists or schoolmasters. Jtis very grai
fying to me to inform the Society that within thig
mission Divine Servico is solemnized in the Singhalese
language net less than sixteen times every Sunday,
and cight catechetical lectures are held weekly inthe
respective villages, for instructing the candidates for
confirmation and adult baptism, and explaining and
cnforcing on theit inunediate attention tho obligation
of sponsors and parents of Infants to be baptized.—
There are, Morcover, thirtced Sunday, and seventeen
day schools within the district, including one industrial
boarding School, which has by bis judicious superin
tendence and patient persoveranco been made almest
selfsupporting ; anew featurein Ceylon both in respect
of maintenaucs and residence. Including the school-
mistresscs there are thirteen labourers employed wholly
in imparting Christian instruction daily, under the ener-
gelic and quict superintendance of this singla missionary.

Aletter was read from the Lond Bishop of Antigua,
dated London, June, 1853, The following is an ex-
tract :—

« T beg to send you a statement of the English con-
aregations in the Darish Iilands, exhibiting the virtual
extension of my diocese beyond its legal limits as de-
fined by my patent.

“We have in St. Crois two clergymen—one in St,
Johin's district, one in St. Panl's district ; and 8 third
in St. Thomas", Al Saints: 5000 embers and 1200
communicants in St. John's district, and 829 under
schiool instrustion in infant and Sunday seliools, with
91 teachers. In St. Paul's district we have 8000 mem-
bers and 600 communicaats, and 509 children under
school instruction as above, with 32 teachers. In the
Iland of St. Thomas's, All Saints, wo have 15(0 mem-
bers and 417 communicants; 35t children under in-
struction, with 39 teachers. I have to add that all the
communicants have been confirmed before zdmitted to
the Holy Table ; and that for the most part tho teach-
ers in the Sunday Schools giva gratuitously their time
and attention, and are of a respectable rank ja life, the
greater number fernales. In our own English colonics
we could not so well succeed on the veluntary syrtem,
1 have a hope that this statement will bo satirfactory,
and afford tke hopo that semething on @ more limited
ecale, lite the 2bove, may ia tho end be cifented at St
Bartholomew's, the Swedish island."”
