It is not for us te say whether there isin-
creased and more conscientious training of
the young by the paronts themselves than
in a former generation, but certainly in this
porticular the Church as [such is doing a
praiseworthy work towards *¢those who
shall come afterus.” No congregation dare
dispense with its Sabbath-school. It is
pleasantly styled * the nursery of the
Church.,” Here the children of the rich
and polished, side by side with those ruder
and less favoured, have the most patient,
devoted and prayeriul offorts applied to
their young minds, if haply they may learn
of Jesus and come fo Him. No neglecced
ones wilfully or carelessly among the chil-
dron of the century ! DBandsof enthusiastic
Christians  readily go out beyond the
Church'’s nale, and by the most laudablein.
gennity seek to bring in from every quarter
the children to hcar the Gospel and become
‘imbued early by its spirit. In fact, thisjfea-
ture of Christian worlk has becomne more of
& science than any other element of practi-
\cal Christianity. All who have scen the
proceedings of these S. 8. Conventions must
Jhave been convinced of tlns one thing, that
asto the religious training of the young
£he Church is riging above and stepping over
the division lines of scct and denomination.

Wha
cloguence is devoted to the duties of the
mothers! They are well schooled in what
is hintod at as a law of hife, viz: that from
them must come good charaoter, high prin-
ciple and religion to tho children of their
eare. Vory grave and hoavy responsibility
is put on our boloved mothers by our rov-
erond teachars. They must not only teach
the infantine lips to pray. Avound their
knoes we must not only hear first of the
solemn mystories of heaven and hell, God
and Christ, but they a10 supposed to be the
chief monlders of our enduring oharacters.
All the moralities, the disposition to love
the good and true, and to hate the evil and
the false, the mothers must specially sco to.
Our denr mothers can have no excuse in
our days if thoy do nnt their duties. Bya
shitht changs Pollock's words come press-
mgly home to them, * Ye know your duty
if ye did it not.”

The first of the poor fanished class wo
may montion are the Fathers. It is to be
foared tho fathers of our children have not
the honourablo position of the old times.
Of Abrahiam it was said, I know him that
e will commeand his children aud his house-
hold after him.” Now-a-days the Sarahs
are getting bequeathed to them all that
glory. And it is further to be feared, that
what little responsibility might be left on
the fathers beyond merely providing for the
wants of the family, the Sabbath Schools
havoe relieved them of. By an easy infer-
ence they—the fathers—-take home to
themselves the idea that tho guides of
youth are of courss tho mothers; pa-
their duty is to provide for the wants
of the houschold, and in this fast, strug-
gling life, if that part is done, the stiller,
solemnersphero of spiritual nurture belongs
to her whose life is in the home. Theoret-
ically, who is pronounced the fountain
source of religious lifo ? Tle mothess.
As a mattor of fact, on whom do woe look
back with the strong, revered sentiments

early roligions impressions 2 The moth -
ers. Why so? Business and its claims
may subtract not & hitle from paternal re-
sponsibility, the cares of every day life
may demand the pushing aside of much
that should be dono n the home ervele ; still
wero the fathers moro urgently shouldered
with the chief onus of the Master's work in
the household ; were they fearlessly ad-
dressed and as often as mothers are, and
were there given to them equal work and
equal honours they would learn over again.
that they ave more than of commercial ne-
count m thoir home ; to them the growing
youth would look in a rehgious pomnt of

view with more concession and implicitness.
No maxim in life 1s more practical than
this :  relieve a mnuof a sense of duty by
all means and you may be sure he will get
to bo listiess in doing it. Hence this per-
petual lecturing of our dear mothers is apt
to 1ift from off the stronger shoulders duties
which chiefly, we think, belong to our fath-
ers. We fathers, as m 8t. John’s day,demand
more preaching to us as fathers. Wo
want our childron and our wives and our
servants and ourselves to hear our duties
as appealingly urged asan the other case.

Another most pitiable class who are
famishing for good honest Christian effort
upon them are the rich and fashionable of

our day. In our towns and cities tho poor
and tho careless (if poor) aro anxiously at.
tended to. The members of our Young
Men's Christian Associations visiting com-
mittees, faithful pastors wvie with each
other in looking after the households of
the poor. But why pass by tho destitute
rich, and thoso who live in goodly palaces!
What unaccountable centrifugal force is
there botween Christian effort and wealth.
Tho rich often feel a lonely desolation of
heart that even their pastors who dine
and sup with them do not address
hem on the *ono thing needful.” We
obsarve that some good but tumad people
aro feelitng the cruelly of tlus ostra-
cism of the wealthy from tho eommnn
Christinn privilegcs cnjoyed by their pooret
brethren, and thicy havo coutrived tlus elo-
gant plan, viz: to have tincts, suitablo to
the palates of the polished and rich, printed
on ¢inted paper and enclosed in senled en.
velope sent to the stately mansion where 1t
would bo inexpedient and out of place to
go porsonally on Christ's ervands. This cor-
tainly is botter thmg nothing, but yo dove-
2ed Christinns ! take pity on-the rich, give
to them the snmo Ingh advantages as )’Ou

THE BEECHER SCANDAL.

Tho picce of news this week whioh is
overshadowing in feverish oxcitement overy
thing elso is the painful crisis in which 1,
W. Beechier now finds himseif. Threaten-
mgs of the coming storm have not beon
wanting lately, but it has brokon on him
with o fury fow anticipated. And all who
have adiuired his genius and been delighted
with lus eloquence and adinirable coutribu-
tions to religious hterature, will bo deeply
grieved at hig present painful position.
Tlheodore Tilton, for a good many years the
editor of the Independent, a man of ligh
standing, and of great hterary menit, the
bosom friend of Mr. Beesher, his pastor,
has been constrained to prefer charges
against the latter, which most people ima-
gined to be wild aund improbable. Compli-
cations and ravelations of the saddest char-
acter havo taken place during the last fow
days. A strong and devoted congregation
seem to stand Ly thor pastor, to protect, if
possible, his reputation ; but the sworn and
particularizing testimony of Tilton, added
to the firm attitulde lie continues to assume,
may well cause alarm and consternation.
Pending the investigation by an organized
Committee, it is not for us to express posi-
tive opinion. It is & sad and solernn work
they have in hand; for while thousands
throughout Christendom would grieve over
the gross charge bemng sustained, still 1t
would be evon worse to suppress tho truth,
or ‘““whitowash ” the eminent defendant, if
the evidenco points to his guilt. However
it may issue, the luckless seandal will throw
a darksomo shadow over the future of the
great orator of Plymouth Church. Enough
is already mamfest to warrant the New
York T'imes in styling the parties concerned
¢ g peculiar cirele.”

OPENING OF THE NEW PRESBY-
TERIAN CHURCH, WATFORD.

The handsomo now edifice, erected by
the congragation of Watiford, of wiuch the
Rev. Mr. Abrahum is pastor, was formally
dedicatod on Sabbath, the 19th st., when
sermons appropriate to the occasion were
preached by the Rev. Mr. Cochrane, of
Brantford. The morning service was so
densely crowded, that in addition to the
evening sermon advertised, Mr. Cochrane
kindly agreed to preach again in tho after-
noon. The sermon in the morning was
from the Text, Psalm 48 v. 3, * Beautiful
for situation—the joy of tho whole land is
Mount Zion "—that in the afternoon from
Isaiah 61: v. 10, and in the evening from
2 Chronicles 13: v. 12. At all the diots of
worslup, thero were large audiences and a
deep interest manifested, not only by the
Presbyterians in and around Watford, but
also by the other denominations, most of
whom closed their places of worship, to
atlow their congregations to attend the ser-
vices in the Presbyterian Church.

The new building ocoupies an elovated
and commanding site at the north end of
the village, and is built of white brick, with
a neat and symmetrieal spire. It hus
stained glass windows, and a whoel window
of stained glass—oxquisitely beautifal—
abovo the pulpit. Altogether the workman-
ship throughout is of superior quality, and
socond to few of our city churches. The
entire cost is somewhat about five thousand
dollars, of which amount a goodly sum has
already been subscribed.

It was only cightcen months since the
present pastor was indueted, during wlnch
penoldl the congregation has largely m-
creased. and gives promise of much strength
and influence in the future. The erection
of such a handsome and commodious strue-

ture, wiil afford ample xoom for the Presby-
terians of the district.

Ontario Presbytery.

This Preshytery hicld a special meeting ot
Wondville, on Tuesday 21st inst. A unan:
monus call from Cannington and Manilla in
favour of Rov. John Campbell, was before
the Prosbytery. Salary promised, $800.
Tho eall was recoived and sustaincd as a
regular gospel call.  Mr. Murray stated that
Mr {‘am;}bell had authorized himn to say
that in tho ovent of the call being unani-
mous ho woull accept it. It was appointed
that the ordination and induction of Mr.
-Campbell toko place at Cannington on
Wednesday, the ‘socond day of September
noxt, at 2 p.m. Mr. McClung to nreach,
Mr. Murray to preside and address the
peaple, and Mr  McNabb to adlress the
_minister. The Presbylery will meet at
“Cannitigion at 11'o’clock-"on’ the sime-day
to hdrir Mr. Campliell's”ordination trinls, .

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The Prosbytorian congrogation of Knox
Church, Embra, has subsoribed $1107 to-
wards the uow building in course of oreo-
tion for Knox College, Toronto ; and this
suni 18 likely to bo considorably inoveasod.

The Remit on Union was unanimously
approved of by the C. P. Church, Beaver-
ton, at & congrogational meeling Leld there
on thursday, the 28rd inst.,, Tho only ar-
ticle oliciting any amount, being that on
“ modo of worship.”

There was Leld lately in connection with
tho Presbyterinn Church, Farnham Centre,
a Soiree and Bazaar to clear off the re-
maimng debt on the manse.  The day was
fing, the attendance largo and the amount
realized, sufficient to mee! all domands.
Since the sottlement of the present paster
(Rov. J. McFarlane) in the beginning of
1872, this congregation has built a neat,
substantial edifice for the residence of thewr
roinister, costing a little more than twelve
bundred dollars, which, we are happy to
say, 1s Row free of debt.

A most snocessful tea meetivg was held
al Watford on July 20th, inconnection with
the opemng of the new church. The au-
dience, composed of all denom:nations, was
largo and enthusiastic. Interesting and
effoctive addresses were delivered by Rev.
Messrs. Coehrane, of Brantford, Duncan,
of Forest, McCarding and Cousins, of Wat-
ford. [The proceeds derived from the
sale of tickels amounted.to $177. The
debt remaining on the Church was $2,300,
which it was attempted to wipe off beforo
the close of the proceedings. Tleven per-
sons present subseribed each $160, and on
announcing the sum total, it was found to
the astonishment and delight of ali present
that 82,750, considerably over the nmount
required k. d been subscribed. The
Church and Congregation here deservo the
greatest credit for their energy and liberal-
ity, m erecting such s handsome bwilding,
and, in being able to enter upon the pos-
session of it without a single dollar of debt.
Altogether there is abundant reason in the
circumstances of the Church here, why they
should * thank God and take courage.”
There aro few country congregations where
such o noble effort could have been made.

On the last Sabbath of June Professor
Gregg preached at the opening of the brick
church in Teeswater. Thebuilding is com-
modious, but it wos filled on that day. It
is suppnsed there were hetween eight and
nine hundred present. Mr. Currie, minis-
ter of tho First Presbyterian Church in the
village, very kindly attended, with as many
of his congregation as could find room.
Mr. Gregg delivered a very able sermon
from Xebrews i. 1. o preached again
in the evening. Tho Professor has, by his
affectionate meauner, endeared himself to
many in the neighbourkood. If we mistake
not, our people will contributo more heart-
ily to the College in future, for it will not
now be in their minds a dry abstraction,
but a living school of the prophets in which
Mr. Gregg is teaching with his clear head
and warm heart. Generally, our College
is loved where our Professors are known
(whero they have been seen and heard and
Jelti; but wheve they are not known it may
Le respected but not loved very much. The
managers of the congregations kept an open
house on Dominiun day ; and with the help
of tho lad:es, there was a good deal of hap-
piness diffused, and a good deal of silver
gathcved together. Rev. I. Wardrope, Jof
Guelph, delivered a lecture in the evening
to n large and attentive audience. The
congregation is deserving of great prause
for the spirited mauner in which they have
gonoe about and fin'shed the builling of
Westminster Chureh. In this connection
the names of Messrs. Kirkland and Fraser
occupy a prominent position.

Preshbytery of Kingston.

This Presbytery met on the 28rd day of
June last, and mmducted the Rev. David
Beattie mto the pasturzl chargo of tho con-
areqution of St. Columba and St. Paul,
Madoe.

The quaiterly meeting of this Presbytery
was held at Pictou on the 14th and 15th
days ot July. Tho list of weak congrega
tions and missions stations was revised.
A Jdeputation was appointed to visit the
Trenton conaregation to sccure, if possible,
the 1aising by them the ontire minimun
amount of stipend. It was decided to ask
for St. Columba & supplement of $150 aud
to recumnrnond the continuance of the for-
wmer grants to Demorestville and Melrose,
and e reduction of the grant to Glenvalo
to its joriginal amount. Tho eoutinuance
of the former ginuts to tho nussiwns sta.
tions was recomnnendud.  Musstunaries aro

gations were examined, and ordered to be
attested as cavefully and correcily kept,
Mr. D. B.Whimster gave in a very full and
interesting report of liis visit tojParry Sound
Distriet, containing among other particn.
lars the following : Ife fouad Mr. D. Beat.
tie, the student sent out by tho Knox Col.
lege Missionary Society, actively engaged.
in the field ; and from whom he recoived
valuable aid in gaining information con.
cerning the state and prospects of our mis.
sion there. The Society has occupied the
District as & ficld for mussionary operations
for the yast four years ; and the work they
lLiavejdone cannot Lejtoo lughlyappreciated
by our Church. They bave organized soven
stations He preached four times and ad-
ministered the ordinance of baplism to
twelve, He recommended the Piesbytery
to lay the state of this field, and its prog.
pocts, bofore the Genoeral Assembly's Home
Mission Committee with the esrnost prayer
that the Committes send out immediately
an ordaned missionary to work the field,
making Parry Sound village the basis of
his missionary operations. 'I'he report wag
received, its recommondation adopted and
the Lome Mission Committee of the Pres-
bytery instructed to seo it carried out, and
tho thanks of the court tendored to Mr,
Whimster for hisdilligence. It wasresolv-
ed on motion of Mr. Deowar, to raise the
Presbytery’s share of the Assombly Fand
and Synod togother with the clerk's fees by
a prorata contribution per member. It
was agreed that the Remit on Union as
sert down to Presbyteries, sossions and
congregations, he considerod at ne<t meet-
ing which will be held on the 8rd Tuesda;
of September at 10 a. m. at Owen Sound.

A noon meeting in connection with the
Iabours uf Messrs, Moody and Sankey was
lield in Belmont Congregational chapel,Ab-
erdeen, on Monday, and was largely af-
tended. A number of requests for prayer
were read.  On the meeting being thrown
open, Major Ross mentioned one of the
fruits of the movement in Glasgow, tostify-
ing beyond doubt to the practical resuits of
the work. At the awakening in Glasgow,
Dr. Marshall Lang made exertions to get
somo money collected 1 order to suppork
young men who were desirous of devoting
themselves to the foreign work of the
Chureli, and a meoting was held for thosa
who were prepared to devoto themselves to
the Lord 1o foreign fields. Dr. M'Ewen
met with about 10D yotng men; but Dr.
Lang, thinking there was some mistake on
the part of the youngmnen, laid before them
what they had to give up in going to for-
eign nussion work.  After a dull explanation
90 of those present were prepared to go.
Still it was feared some had not fully real-
1zed the sacnfices that had to be made, and
Dr. McEwen pointed out the dangers from
climate, sickness, and various difficulties
that there wote to pess through; but yet,
after all, 70 of those 100 adhered to their
determination to devote themselves to for-
eign mission work., Since Mr. Moody ar-
rived at Aberdeen, ho had got a letter stat-
ing that 100 young men had mow como
forwarl. Rov. H. W. Bell reforrod to the
successful work that had beon cnrried on
in tho town for the past four months by
Messrs. Daniels, South, Stowart, aund
Riddel. A gentleman from Otago, New
Zeland, made o few remarks. HHo was
struck and exceedingly ploased with these
noon meetings, which were nltogether new
to him. Thero was a poor womamn in the
presont meeting who had travelled thirly
miles by rail to be presont, and another
porson whe was henring Mr. Moody the
previous evemng had travellod fifty miles
for that purpose. Aftor a few romavks from
Rov. Mr. Lowe on the work in the east cnd
of tho town, the meetmg was clesed wit
prayer. A meeting was Lold m the Music
Iall 1 the ovommng, where there was?d
large audience. A men's meeting was hel
in the Trinity ¥Freo Church. M. Moody
preached threo i es at Petorhead on Mon-
day at the Parish Church. Thore wasd
very Iarge attendance consulering the time
at whicls the service was held. At nights
un the Links, thero weie 4G00 ov 5000 as-
senbled o near Mr. Moudy, whe preache
a scrmon on the lest chapler or Matthew
atter winch an adjvurnwment was made fo
the Purish Churchy ut aboat half-past ning,
wheio vast numberswere unablo togain ad
mittance.
