WTaE desth of Mrs, Plumptre, the wife of the
Dean of Wells, is announced.

A series of noon-day services for business
men were held by 'Bishop *Whitaker during
Holy week at St. Paul’'s Church, Philadel-

phis.

By the will of Mrs, Cordelia M. Duke of New
York, bequests aggregating $18,00 are made to
Church charities in New York, paying after
the death of her husband.

A new mission has been organized at Gar-
vapza, Lios Angeles County, by the Rev. A. G.
L. Trew, Dean of the Southern Convooation,
and & memorial Church building is to be
ereoted.

Mr. Arthington, of Leeds, has offered £15.000
for commencing missionary work in the great
valley of the Amazon, stretching from the
Atlantic Ocean across the continent to the foot
of the Andes.

TaERE is & rumour in the vicinity of St
Paul’sCathedral to the effect that. Archdeacon
Gifford is about to resign the Archdeasonry of
London, and with it the residential stall which
is so much coveted.

Tox Primate will not deliver judgment on the
preliminary question of jurisdiction. recently
argued before him, on behalf of the Bishop of
Lincoln, until after Easter.

Canon Body's mid-day Lenten addresses at

St. Paul's, were attended by immense congre-
gations of city men and women. Nothing
conld exceed the earnestness, the heartiness,
and the deep reverential spirit which charac-
terized his addresses.
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Biblical scholars will regret to hear of the
death of the Rev. James Frederick Schion,
D.D., which took place at Palm Cottage, Now
Bromptom, Kent., on Satarday last, in his
eighty-sixth year. Dr. Schon, who was ordain-
ed fifty-seven years ago, was for many years a
C.M.S. missionary in West Africa, and subai-
quently was ohaplain at Melville Hospital,
Chatham, He translated the New Testament
and part of the Qld into the Haussa language,

and the Gospels into the Mende language, for
which he received the gold medal of the Insti-
tude de France, and the unusual honour of the
D.D. degree from Oxford. He received his
degree on the same day that the present Arch-
bishop of Canterbury received a similar honour,
A short time ago Dr. Schon lost his eldest son,
and he seemed mnever to recover from the
blow.

ON Saturday, April 6th, the Bishop of Oxford,
held a confirmation in the Eton College Chapel,
when 159 of the stulents received the rite. The
chapel was filled with their relations and
friends of the boys,

Tax Rev. Sir, F. Gore Ouseley, canon resi-
dentiary in Hereford Cathedral, died quite
suddenly of heart disease on Saturday last, the
6th ult, Sir Frederick Ouseley was appointed
Professor of Music at Oxford in 1885, and in
1856 vicar and warden of St. Michsel's College,
Tenbury, Here he founded an oxceedingly
valuable and extensive musical library, con-
taining ubout 4000 volumes and including many
Tare gcores.

Christ Church, Springfield, Ill,, consecrated
on March 28, is & beautiful stone church with
nearly four hundred sittings, erected at a cost
of $37,000, in memory of two ladies by their
two eons, The chancel farnitare and several
windows bave been contributed by members
of the congregation.

The
lady now deceased was the Bishop's third wifb,
being & daughter of the Iate Lient-Colonel W.
L. Clowes, 3rd King’s Own Dragoons, of
Broughton Old Hall, Lancashire.
