LoxDON, July 24.—In the House of Com-
mous to-day Sir James Fergussen moved that
the bill providing for the ocesslon eof Helige-
land‘t> Germany' pasa the wseosnd reading.

Gladstone made
a apesoh in suppert of the African portlen of
the Angle-German agreement, He paid a
tribute o Lord to Lord 8.lisbary for the pars
he bad taken in cffecting the mgreement
which, he sald, was conoceived in » apirit of
rogard for the best fnterests of England. Mr,
Gladstons blamed the Gavernmens for net se-
onring beforehand an grumut with France
regardiog: Z soxibar. He eald the House had
pever before been arked te vote & ges-
sion of territory. There had been seversl
cemsfonn of territery without the consent of
tie Commons belng asked. He was not dle-
pored to make a precedent as the snbjaol
was ene of profound, practical impertance I
the constitutlen and he woull, therefors, de-
oline te vots en the blll. The debate was
adjeurned, :

Romember that the present charter ef The
Lgaisians State Listtary Company, whioh the
Sapreme Osurt of the U, S. has decidsd to
be a Uontracs with the Btate of Louisiana
and pars of she Constitution of the State does
not expire until the First of January, 1895.
