And The Montreal Gas Company, a body politic duly in-
corporated, having its principal place of business in the
said City of Montreal, herein represented and acting by Her-
bert-S. Holt, of the said City of Montreal, Esq., the presi-
dent of the said Company, duly authorized for the purposes

‘hereof in virtue of a resolution of the directors of the said

Company adopted at their meeting held on the date hereof,
a copy whereof shall remain hereunto annexed, signed by
the undersigned notary ne wvarietur;

Party hereto of the second part.

Which parties hereto of both parts have made and enter-
ed into the following contract and agreement between them-
selves, to wit:

I. ‘The said Montreal Gas Company shall furnish all the
gas lamps and the gas therefor that the said City of Mon-
treal may require during the existence of the present con-
tract for lighting the streets, lanes and public places of the
caid City at the rate of $17 per lamp per year, and at the
same conditions as those mentioned in the previous contract
between the said City of Montreal and the said Montreal Gas
Company passed before Me. r.]. Durand, notary, on the
28th of Pebruary 1884;

2. The said Montreal Gas Company do also bind and
oblige themselves hereby to supply and furnish gas for light-
ing, heating, cooking and manufacturing purposes to the
public within the limits of the said City of Montreal, during
a period of 10 years, to be computed from the Ist. May last
(1895), said gas to be coal gas made from Canadian or bi-
tuminous coal, with a smail proportion of coal oil for illu-
minating purposes, and of an uiuminative power of not less
than 21 sperm candles, at a price which shall not exceed
$1.20 per each 1000 cubic feet generally furnished and sup-
plied by the said Montreal Gas Company for lighting pur-
poses, during the said period of 1o years, and of $1.00 per
each 1000 cubic feet generally furnished and supplied during
the said period by the said Company for cooking, heating
and manufacturing purposes, on prompt payment ;

Nevertheless, in order to facilitate the use of gas to the
poorer classes of people, the said Montreal Gas Company
shall be bound to furnish gas for cooking purposes, with
the privilege of two lights, for lighting purposes, at $1.03
per each 1000 cubic feet furnished and supplied by the said
Company by means of automatic regulator burners, to all
the tax-payers of the said City of Montreal paying a rent not
exceeding $150 a year;

3. During the existence of the present contract, with the
said Montreal Gas Company, the said City of Montreal shall
not permit the laying of gas pipes in the streets and lanes
of the said City of Montreal;

4. The said Montreal Gas Company shall have the right
to do all necessary works and to lay gas pipes in the streets,
lanes and public places of the said City of Montreal, but the
said works shall be made under the control and supervision
of the City Surveyor, and the said Montreal Gas Company
shall be obliged to give a 24 hours notice in writing to the
said City Surveyor of their intention to make excavations
and to lay gas pipes in any streets, lanes and public places
in the said City of Montreal, and the said Company shall
be obliged to put the said streets, lanes and public places
in the same state and condition they were in before making
such  excavations and in case the said Company should
refuse to conform to the present clause, the said City Sur-
veyor shall have the right to have the said works done at
the said Company’s cost and expense;. and the said City
of Montreal, through its Light Committee, shall have power
to order the said Company to lay the necessary pipes and

_ connections to provide for gas services to the citizens of

such streets and lanes, and also to lay a main pipe on each
side of the main streets of the said City;

5. The said Montreal Gas Company shall be obliged to
lay their pipes and furnish gas to adjoigning municipalities
when annexed to the City, at the same prices and conditions
as herein stipulated, except in municipalities which at the
time the annexation takes place shall have already contracted
with the said Company or their assigns;

0. It is expressly agreed between the parties that the said
Company shall in future, as they have done before, collect and
receive the several amounts of money at any time due by
the 'gas consumers from the latter only, without any re-
course whatever against the City of Montreal, which shall
be liable to pay only the amount to become due for street
lamps and gas furnished to the buildings possessed by the
City:; -

7. 'The City of Montreal aforesaid shall have the right to
provide for the inspection of the gas and meters furnished
by the said Company, and to that end to appoint an inspector,
