{J) Research Activities:

Several millions of dollars per year are spent on
research in the universities by many departments of government,
especially by the National Research Council and the Defence
Research Board. This has led to increased research facilitles
in the universities and hence to better facilities for graduate
students. Indirectly through such media as the National Archives
and Museums, the National Fiim Board, the Cenadian Broadgasting
Corporation, financial assistance to learned societies and by
the free distribution of government publications to libraries
the Federal Government assists higher education in Canada.
