This sector has very
good growth potential —given that
potential robbery and break-in tar-
gets are being advised by all insur-
ance companies that coverage will
be provided only when approved
equipment — put in by licensed
installers and covered by an ad-
equate maintenance contract — is
in place.

Market Growth

The report says the demand (im-
ports totalled US$360 million in
1990) for high-quality security sys-
tems is expected to increase for a
number of reasons:
* Belgium hosts large numbers of
multinational companies and in-
ternational organizations;
¢ the number of intrusions has in-
creased some 300 per cent over the
last 10 years;
e there is a certain fear of terrorist
activity;
* insurance companies will not
cover car theft unless the vehicle is
equipped with a licensed system
that complies with strict regula-
tions — currently, only 10 per cent
of cars on the market are equipped
with an alarm system.

Market Access
Canadian companies wanting to
successfully enter this very open
country — there are no major im-
port barriers — should select a li-
censed agent/distributor/ installer
orsetupasubsidiary and gothrough
the licensing procedure.
