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3. For the purpose of this Article, it shall fot

matter whether the laws af the Parties place the conduct

constituting the offence within the saine category of

offence or denominate the of fence by the same or similar

terminology.

4. For the purpose of this Article, in

determining whether the conduct is an offence against the

laws of both Parties, the totality of the acte or

omissions alleged against the persan whose extradition is

requested shall be taken into accaunt vithout reference ta

the elements of the of fence prescribed by the law of the

Requesting Party.

5. If the request for extradition relates ta a

sentence of both imprisonment or other deprivation of

liberty as provided in paragraph 1 and a pecuniary

sanction, the Requested Party may also grant extradition

for the enforcement of the pecuniary sanction.

6. An of fence is extraditable notwithstandinq

that it relates ta taxation, customs or revenue or is ane

of a purely fiscal character.

ARTICLE Ill

Extradition of Nationals

1. The Requested Partvy shaîl flot b. required ta

extradite its nationals. Nationality shaîl be determined

as on the. date of the affence in~ respect of which

extradition is requested.
