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ARTICLE XVII

Transit

1. When a third State has granted the extradition of a

person to one of the Contracting States, that Contracting State

shall seek the transit permission for that person f rom the other

Contracting State in the case of a scheduled stopover in the

latter Statels territory.

2. The Contracting State requested for transit may require

such documents as it considers necessary to make the decision

on transit.

3. The Contracting State requested for transit may refuse

to give its permission on any grounds provided by its law.

ARTICLE XVIII

Applicable Law

Unleas there is provision ta the contrary in this Treaty,

proceedings relatimg to arrest and extradition shall ba governed

by the law of the Requested State.

ARTICLE XIX

Language

Ail documents submitted in accordance with this Treaty

shall be in or translated into an officiai language of the Requested

State.
