On the occasion of signing the Trade Agreement between the Government
of the Union af Soviet Socialist Republies and the Government of Canada,
I have -the honour te confirm the agreement reached ta the effect that the
Soviet fareign trade organizations will buy from. Canada, during the three
years dating from the signature of this Agreement, between 1,200,000 and
1,500,000 metric tons af wheat in annual amounts of between 400,000 and
500,000 tons. The quantity ai wheat between 400,000 and 500,000 tons
purchased by the Soviet Union during each ai the second and third years ai the t
validity ai the Agreement shall be finally determined with due account being
taken ai the volume ai sales ai Soviet goods in Canada and Canadian purchases S
thereof. é

It is agreed that the purchases ai wheat shall be made at the prices and
on the terma at which the Canadian Wheat Baard is making sales ta its major
custamers at such times as the Soviet purchases take place. à
