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2. The following documents will be required in respect of trainees and will
be presented on demand:

(a) personal identity card issued by Tanzania;

(b) individual or collective movement order, in the English or French
language, issued by the appropriate authorities of Tanzania; and

(c) international certification, in the English or French language, of vac-
cination against smallpox within three years of entry into Canada.

ARTICLE XV
Presence in Canada
A trainee shall not by virtue of his presence in Canada as a trainee:

(a) acquire any right to remain in Canada after his training has been
completed or otherwise terminated;

(b) acquire domicile in Canada.

ARTICLE XVI
Deceased Trainees and their Estates

Subject to the provisions of any relevant provincial laws, official repre-
sentatives of Tanzania shall have the right to take possession and make all
arrangements in respect of the body of a trainee who dies in Canada and may
dispose of the personal property of the estate after payment of debts of the
deceased or the estate which were incurred in Canada and owed to persons
ordinarily resident therein.

ARTICLE XVII
Termination of Training

Canada or Tanzania may terminate the training of a trainee at any time
and shall give to the other reasonable notification of an intention to do so.

ARTICLE XVIII

A trainee whose training is terminated for any reason whatsoever shall be
repatriated with the least possible delay by Tanzania.

ARTICLE XIX
Supplementary Arrangements

The appropriate military authorities of Canada and Tanzania may estab-
lish mutually satisfactory procedures not inconsistent with the provisions
contained herein, to carry out the intent of this Agreement and to give effect
to its provisions.
