1.flic Requested Stae shail meet Uic couts of executîng the rcquest for
assistance, except that thc Requesting State shail bear:

(a) thc expenses associated with conwcying any person to or froni Uie
terfitory of Uic Requested State at Uic requcst of Uic Requesting State,
and .ny allowance or expenses payable to fthat person while in the
Requesting State pursuant ta, a request under Article 10 or Il of this
Treary;

(b) Uiec penses and fées of experts, whether Uiey have been incurred in
Uic Requested State or Uic Requesting State;

(c> thc expenses of translation, interpretation and t-anscription.

2. If it becomes apparent that thc ecution of Uic requeut requires expenses of an
extraordinary nature, Uic Contracting Parties shaUl consuit to determmne the
terins and conditions under which Uic requested assistance can be provided.
