and research expenses, will be administered for
the Canada Council by the Social Science Research
Council of Canada.

ATLANTIC PROVINCE STUDIES

Fundamental research into the economic and
social problems of the Atlantic Provinces will also
be aided by Canada Council funds administered by
the Social Science Research Council. A grant of
$11,450 will provide financial assistance to social
scientists undertaking scholarly work to be pub-
lished in a series entitled the ‘““Atlantic Provinces
Studies’. Council support will provide research
grants and permit the holding of several short con-
ferences. At present 18 scholars are engaged in
preparing papers that will be published under the
general editorial direction of Dr. J.F. Graham, As-
sistant Professor of Economics at the Dalhousie
University, Halifax, Nova Scotia, The Canada Coun-
cil has also authorized a contingent grant of $5,000
to cover publication costs.

A grant of $10,000 was made to the Royal Society
of Canada to assist with its work in the humanities
and social sciences. The award will be used in part
to underwrite the costs of ‘“Studia Varia’’, an an-
nual volume of literary and scientific studies in
French and English.

A survey of the curdculum in the faculties of
arts and sciences in the leading universities of the
world is being carried out at York University with
the help of the Canada Council. John R. Seeley,
Professor of Sociology, is in charge of this project.
