
(c) an international arbitrator or ad hoc arbitrattin tribunal estabishcd
under the Arbitration Rules of the United Nattons Commission on
International Trade Law (UNCrTRAL).

5. Each Contracting Party hcreby gives its unconditional consent to the
submission of a dispute to international arbitration in accordance with the
provisions of this Article.

6. (a)' The consent given under paragraph (5), together with Éither the consent
given under panagraph (3), or the contents given under paagraph (12),

salsatisfy the requiremtents for:

i) wsitten consent of the parties to a dispute for purposes of
Chapter Il (Juriaicton of the Centre) of the ICSID Convention
and for purposes of the Additional Facility Rules; and

(ûi) an *agreement in writing' for purposes of Article II of the
United Nations Convention for the Recognition and Enforcement
of Foreign Arbitral Awards, donc at New York, June 10, 1958
(«New York Convention").

(b) Any arbitraton under this Article shail be held in a State that is a Party
te the New York Convention, and dlaims submitted to arbitration shaHl
be considered to arise out of a commercial relationship or transaction
for thc purposes of Article 1 of that Convention.

7. A tribunal established under tIs Article shall decide the issues in dispute in
accordance with this Agreement and applicable rules of international law.

8. A tribunal may order an interini measure of protection te preserve Uic rights of
a disputing party, or to ensure that thc tribunal's jurisdiction is made My
effective, includlng an order te preserve evidence in the possession or control
of a disputing party or te protect Uic tribunal's jurisdlction. A tribunal miay
not order attachaient or enjoin Uie application of the mensure alleged te
constitute a breach of titis Agreement. For purposes of this paragraph, an
order icludes a recommendation.

9. A tribunal may award, scparately or i combination, only:

(a) monetary damages and any applicable interest;

(b) restitution of prcperty, in whiche tasei award shall provide that the
disputing Contracting Party ay pay iaonetary damages and any
applicable interest in lieu of restitution.

A tribunal may alto award colts in accordance with the applicable arbitration
ndles

10. An award of arbitration shall be final ted biadig and shahl be enforceable i
the territory of ecd of Uic Contracting Parties.
