RADIO BROADCASTING — PROVINCIAL GOVERNMENTS
AND CROWN COMPANIES

Mr. COLDWELL:

For a copy of all correspondence, reports and
recommendations exchanged between the Depart-
ment of Transport, Canadian Broadcasting Cor-
poration and any provincial governments, regard-
ing the ownership of radio stations by provincial
crown companies or by provincial governments.

Mr. McCANN: In view of the fact that a
committee on the Canadian Broadcasting Cor-
poration has been set up 1 would suggest to
the hon. member for Rosetown-Biggar that
this motion be withdrawn. The information
which he seeks can be brought out to a better
advantage when the committee is sitting.

Mr. COLDWELL: The radio committee
may not sit for some time; therefore it would
be a few weeks before the information would
be available. I am anxious to get it as soon
as possible; therefore I should be glad if
the house would pass the motion.

Mr. McCANN: In any event it would be
necessary to receive the consent of the prov-
inces that the information be given. I oppose
the motion on the ground that it is not the
practice to produce in the house correspon-
dence between the Canadian Broadcasting
Corporation, which is a separate corporation,
and other agencies.

Mr. GRAYDON: The minister has said
that this is a separate corporation. Is it?

Mr. McCANN: That is what I say.

_Mr. GRAYDON: If it is a separate corpora-
tion, has there been any change with respect
to its employees being allowed to organize a
union? I understand that in the past they
were not allowed to organize, on the ground
that the corporation was connected with the
government. It cannot be both. The govern-
ment cannot blow hot and cold with respect
to the corporation. Either it is a separate
corporation or it is a department of govern-
ment.

Mr. McCANN: I have no knowledge of a
desire on the part of the employees of the
corporation to organize a union, and therefore
I cannot answer the hon. gentleman’s ques-
tion. I take the position which has been taken
in this house before, that since the Canadian
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Broadcasting Corporation is a separate cor-
poration, correspondence between it and other
agencies is not producible in the house.

_Mr. COLDWELL: I hope the minister will
obtain the permission of the provincial gov-
ernments as soon as possible. I should like
to point out also that this is a practice that
has crept in in recent years. Formerly per-
mission was regarded as necessary where the
correspondence was with governments of other
countries; now it is the governments of the

provinces as well.
