Can the minister indi-
cate to the House the result of his recent
negotiations with his U.S. counterpart regard-
ing better arrangements for Canadians
emaployed at U.S. bases in Canada?

Mr. Sharp: I did report on this subject in
answer to a question somne time ago and I
stated that the resuits were not very favoura-
ble. The United States was flot prepared to
change ils policies.
