After the adoption of the floating exchange rate
for the Canadian dollar, Canadian gold mines are
losing revenues and a good many marginal mines
which attract American funds to Canada and which
provide employment for Canadians will undoubtedly
have to close down.

The Minister of Finance told me that the
Minister of Energy, Mines and Resources was
meeting with gold producers to discuss this
particular problem. Is the latter in a position
today to tell the House whether the govern-
ment will continue or will increase the subsi-
dies paid to gold mines to keep them in oper-
ation, in order to reassure the population of
northwestern Quebec?
