i. How many environmentai studies are currentiy being under-

taken as to present and potentiai probiems posed by the construc-
tion of the all-weather MacKenzie Highway?

2. How many government-paid researchers are currently work-
ing on the environmental reports?

3. How much, in estimated dollars, will these reports cost?
4. What is the current estimated date of completion for the

aillweather highway, and by what date will one-haîf of the high-
way be completed?

5. By what date will the environmental reports be made public?

6. Does the government intend to hait the construction of the
ail-weather MacKenzie Highway until the environmental reports
have been made public?

Han. Jean Chrétien (Minister of Indian Affairs and
Narthern Develapmnent): i. Ahl environmental studies
already published or in course of preparation within the
MacKenzie Corridor provide information useful to the
location and design of the MacKenzie Highway although
many of the studies were commenced initiaily in anticipa-
tion of receipt of applications for a pipeline. On this basis
55 environmental studies as to present and potential prob-
lems in the MacKenzie Valley have already been pub-
lished and 60 more are under way. A iist of these reports
was tabled with the Standing Committee on Indian
Affairs and Northern Development on March 1, 1973. To
supplement these studies and to apply their f indings to the
MacKenzie Highway the department commissioned an
Environmental Overview Study which has been com-
pleted. The study is now being reviewed and as a result an
additional ten to twelve in-depth studies are being consid-
ered. Three environmental consultants have aiso been
awarded contracts to work as part of the highway design
team over the next three years to provide environmental
advice and monitor construction activities.

2. There are over 100 goverfiment-paid researchers cur-
rently working on the environmental reports.

3. Ten million dollars have been spent over the hast two
fiscal years and a further $5 million will be spent this year
on present and potential problems in the MacKenzie
Valley.

4. There is no estimated date of completion. However,
the 33-mile section south from Inuvik which wili connect
up eventually with the Dempster Highway should be com-
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
