Mr. Speaker: There is not unanimous consent; therefore the 
motion cannot be put.

Mr. Speaker: Order. Such a motion pursuant to Standing 
Order 43 can only be presented with the unanimous consent of 
the House. Is there unanimous consent?

Mr. Jacques Lavoie (Hochelaga): Mr. Speaker, under the 
provisions of Standing Order 43, I ask for the unanimous 
consent of the House to propose a motion on a matter not only 
of urgent and pressing necessity but also humanitarian. I hope 
my colleagues will think twice before saying “No”.

Some hon. Members: Agreed.

Considering that Mr. Valdes left the country last Sunday 
and that judicial proceedings have been taken to recognize the 
representations of Mrs. Valdes and her four children, who 
have been harassed for a year and a half by the Department of 
Manpower and Immigration following their voluntary request 
to become Canadian citizens, and considering that Mrs. 
Valdes is now exhausted and that it is inhuman to leave this 
lady and her children in such a depressive state which has 
lasted too long, I move, seconded by the hon. member for 
Maisonneuve-Rosemont (Mr. Joyal):

That the Cabinet consider immediately the critical and inhuman position of 
Mrs. Valdes and her four children and that the minister take all the necessary 
measures to regularize the status of this family as landed immigrants.

SEARCH AND RESCUE
PROPOSED REFERENCE OF SUBJECT TO STANDING 

COMMITTEE—MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. James A. McGrath (St. John’s East): Mr. Speaker, I 
rise to move a motion under the provisions of Standing Order 
43. I do so in view of the statement by the Minister of 
Transport (Mr. Lang) on April 7, 1976 in which he admitted 
that “the marine search and rescue organization is no longer 
entirely adequate”. In view of the fact that a departmental 
task force set up by the minister last spring has already 
submitted its report with specific recommendations, and fur­
ther in view of the failure of the government to announce a 
new air/sea search and rescue policy for Canada, I move, 
seconded by the hon. member for Humber-St. George’s-St. 
Barbe (Mr. Marshall):

That in the opinion of this House the government should give immediate 
consideration to referring the question of air/sea search and rescue in Canada to 
the Standing Committee on Transport and Communication.

AGRICULTURE
REQUEST FOR ESTABLISHMENT OF COW-CALF STABILIZATION 

PROGRAM—MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Lorne Nystrom (Yorkton-Melville): Mr. Speaker, I rise 
under the provisions of Standing Order 43 to move a motion of 
urgent and pressing necessity relating to the financial position 
of cow-calf operators. The inaction of the Minister of Agricul­
ture (Mr. Whelan) has forced the western provinces to act 
unilaterally to provide emergency relief to the producers. 
Because the onus remains on the federal government to save 
the beef industry, I move, seconded by the hon. member for 
Oshawa-Whitby (Mr. Broadbent):

That this House request the Minister of Agriculture to institute immediately a 
national cow-calf stabilization program based on the full cost of production.
