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process ail cases, including complaints. The figures are broken
down by type of case, and by case requiring a public hearing
by the Board as well as by case disposed of without a hearing.

Although the Canada Labour Relations Board does flot
release these figures to tbe general public nor does it publish
them in its annual report, they are made available, upon
request, to other government agencies such as provincial
labour relations boards, Labour Canada, the Public Service
Staff Relations Board, et cetera, as well as to university
researchers and students of industrial relations. We have no
record of any request by the members of the general public for
such information, but it is the Board's policy in the event of
such requests, to exercise discretion in the release of this type
of information since it could easily be misinterpreted, as the
averages would reflect delays not necessarily attributable to
the Board, such as cases kept in abeyance at the request of the
parties, et cetera. The figures would also have to be interpreted
in the Iight of priorities and of difficulties in scheduling public
hearings on a nation-wide basis.
