WEEKLY STATEMENT

Mr. Hnatyshyn: Mr. Speaker, wouid the Government House
Leader autline for us the proposed business of the House of
Commons for next week?

Mr. Pinard: Mr. Speaker, tomarrow wc will be dealing with
second reading of Bihl C-33. On Monday, wc will start debat-
ing second rcading stage of Bill C-25, respecting CDIC. On
Tuesday and Wedncsday of next wcck, we wili start debating a
Bihl that wilh be introduced tomarraw, notice of wbich has been
given on page X of the Order Paper. It is an Act ta amend the
National Housing Act. This Bill is interreiatcd ta aur mort-
gage protection plan. There is another Bihl which is interrelat-
ed ta the samne plan and it wilh also be introduced tomarraw. It
is intituled: "An Act ta amend the Interest Act". These two

Bis are înterrelated ta aur mortgage interest protection plan.
The first one to be deait with an Tuesday wiil be the one
amending the National Housing Act. Those two Bills wili be
introduced tomorrow and will be debated on Tuesday and
Wednesday of next week.

Finally, next Thursday will be another Opposition Day.
Therefore I designate next Thursday as an Opposition Day.
This is ail subject ta change, as usuai.

Mr. Deans: Mr. Speaker, I would have normally raised the
question I arn about ta ask at the House Leaders' meeting, but
because of the way the business was called, we did not have
one taday. Is the Government House Leader in a position ta
tell us what is the Government's intention with regard ta Bill
C-34?

Last week I raised a question about making provision for
fast passage of the Bill. I offered ta have the Bill go thraugh
second reading witb ane speaker from this Party, and 1 hoped
ta hear from the Conservatives that tbey toa would be pre-
pared ta agree ta a similar arrangement. I know the Minister
of Labour bas written ta bath the Leader of the Officiai
Opposition and ta the Leader of the New Democratic Party
indicating that hie would be willing ta have the Bill pass
through ahl stages expeditiously, meaning befare the end of
June, before the House riscs, if we could agree ta anc speaker
per Party at second reading and refer the Bihl ta committee.

Could the Government House Leader schedulc in the next
couple of weeks Bill C-34, the changes ta tbe Canada Labour
Code, in arder that wc might be able ta have it passed into law
before the summer recess?

Mr. Pinard: My bion. caileague will understand that it wilI
be much casier for me ta answer his question once the Leader
of the Officiai Opposition replies ta the letter sent ta him by
the Minister responsible for the legislation.

If the Minister bas offcred ta debate the Bill and send it ta
committec with anc speaker per Party, there is no question
that the Gavernmcnt wiil support him. We will be ready ta cali
this Bill within the reasonable delay mentioncd, provided we
have the agreement of the two Opposition Parties. It is same-
what carly because the letter was scnt only at the beginning of
this week, but we do nat know as yet what is the position of the
Officiai Opposition. If there is an undcrstanding among the
Parties, ccrtainly we wili make it possible for anc speaker per
Party ta be beard within the dclay mcntioned by the Hon.
Member, pravidcd that we have an answer within the next few
days.

Mr. Hnatyshyn: Mr. Speaker, this is ail very intercsting. 1
gather from the remarks of the Governmcnt Hause Leader
that fram naw an I will negotiate Hause business with the
Minister of Labour. I want ta tell the Minister of Labour that
as soon as 1 have an opportunity of seeing bis letter, which was
addressed ta my Leader, I will get back ta him and taik about
what wc will do in the next few wceks in ternis of House
business.
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
