“Every little while the wind blew
a rift thru the driving snow, and I
could catch glimpses of the shore. The
ship kept driving nearer and nearer
the rocky shore, despite everything we
could do, and I expected any minute
to hear her crunch on to the bottom
of the lake, which I knew could not be
many fathoms below us. When about
hal fa mile from shore I headed her
nose straight up into the storm and
celled for full steam ahead. It took
us four hours to make half a mile.”

LOSS OF MGEAN
" FULLY CONFIRMED

Crew of Twenty-Eight Men
Perished in Lake

Huron.

CLEVELAND, O. Nov. 13 — The
loss of the steamer John A. McGean, of
7000 tons, one of the larger craft on
the lakes, operated by thé Hutchinson
Steamship Co., here, was confirmed by
officiale of the company today., The
ship sunk in Lake Huron.

It is _believed that Capt. C. R. Ney
#nd all of the crew of 28 men were
drowned.

The' company has received de--
spatches from Goderic“%, Ont., saying
three ‘bodies were shed ashore
there, lashed to a raft, and have been
identified.

SIX SHIPS AT BOTTOM.

Including the McGean, six ships may
be on the bottom of Lake Huron and
a hundred or more sailors -are most
certain to have been drowned. The
bodies of two men who sailed on the
McGean are said to have been picked
up today below Sarnia in the St. Clair|
Rivey.

The steamer passed up here at 2.10
Sunday morning and nothing has been
heard from her since then, when the
reports came in this afternoon. One
of the McGean bodies is said to have
been identified as that of John Cody. :

“The test of our moral superiority is
our ability to appreciate truth,” was the
maxim which Edward Howard Griggs
set before his audience in taking up

his’address on “The Ring and the Book™
in his Browning courke. The young
monk represented all that Browning
desired to be, his own idead of man-

hood, his supreme expression of what
manhood might attain, In the character
he expressed himself, and Mr. Griggs
regarded this section of the poem as
Browning’'s greatest achievement.

the tale of an old Italian murder - of

The bottom hunger of love is to give
and bless infinitely in the giving. Dante
dfd Beatrice no good by his divine com-
edy, but he did himself good by, doing
it for her sake. Convention, vanity and
caprice had all had their share in the
life of Caponsacchi., Looking into
Fompilia’s face lifted him out of the
depth into which he had fallen. - The
cause may seem too slight, but there
is none greater. All great love in-
volves the discovery of another person-
ality. Caponsacchi had a new standard
by which to judge his own chardeter.
e had reached out and taken the
character of Pompilia into the cirole
of his sympathetic understanding. He
knew what sghe was, unlike: Othello,
Wwho never understood Desdemona or he
would have fiyng Iago out of the win-
dow on his first foul suggestion.

The Call of Duty.

Caponsacchi had reached the level of
Pompilia, and in doing so found what
his vows as a monk really meant. So
far as he is a son of the Most High, it
was his duty to devote himself to this
Woman. All the call of God is-in the
wall of one wounded child; in the cry
of one woman’in need. He
nothing but the call of duty.

Mr. Griggs dwelt on the fdct that in
supreme experiences of grief, or joy, or
love, we demand that our experience
should be unique, ‘that {le world
should be changed on account of it
his he.padsed to the arrest of
acchi, when apparently he was
caught in ‘a guilty conspiracy, altho en-
gaged in & most unseifish, self-sacri-
ficing mission, Everyone misjudges
under such circumstances. I¢ life means
growth in love and awisdom, the de-
velopment of the human ' spirit ‘inte
every phase of divine harmony, his ex.
perience gave him all that made lito\
meaningful, and he owed it all to Pom-
pilia. The vulgar mind can conceive
nothing but evil in such g reiation,

Full-Born Manhood.
