The combined
force, under the command of Captain Mac-
donald, defeated the Arabs, and peace was
restored. Word was sent to Sir Gerald
Portal that he was not needed, and he pro-
ceeded on his journey to the Coast, taking
with him as prisoners Selim Bey and Mbago,
ohief of the Mahommedans. Peace, there-
fore, reigns—or did reign when last heard
from—in Uganda. . There is not likély to be
an insurrection there again in the near fu-
ture,-for the British Governor is in a posi-
tion easily to quell any disturbance that
may be®*made. Captein Macdonald has
proved himself to be & vigorous administra-
tor, who knows what to do in an emergency.
It is to be hoped that the peace between the
mmhdl&t?t forms of Christianity
will last, and that they will continue to
dwell together in unity,

The most and the best that can be done in
that distant country, for some time o come,
will be to make the British protectorate ef-
fective. If the people are kept from catting
each others throats, ard if those who are in-
dustriously inclined will be able to cultivate
the ground in peace and erjoy the fruits of
their labor, » good work will be done. Until
a railroad is built to Lake Nyanza no great
progress can be made in civilizing the peo-
ple and there can be no commercial inter-
course with them. A country wkich can only
be reached by men travelling on foot, and
that after a weary journey of three months,
cannot be regarded from a commercial point
of view as a very valuable acquisition.
