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PASSENGER TRAFFIC.STEAMBOATS.LIKE WORSHIPPERS OF BAAL

The Devotee. Crr Aloud to God.
Whose "People" They 

Claim to Be.
On Thursday last a non-scctarian class 

of worshippers, calling themselves “The 
People of God,” commenced a 14-days’ 
Pentecostal campaign in their church at 
the corner of Parliament and Spruce- 
streets, until recently St. Augustine s 

Anglican Church.
The services are held each day, con­

ducted by H. B. Irwin of Nebraska, as­
sisted by the Elder Of the ehnrcb, Bro. 
Raymond. No other religions denomina­
tion are so noisy in their prayers as these 
devotees, and every night crowds of cur­
ious people can be seen banging around 
the entrance doora or occupying the 
back seats, looking on at the ceremonies 
with surprise. The service opens with 
the reading of Scripture by the Leader, 
who grows so enthusiastic at times tnnt 
he jumps in the air, while bis congrega­
tion shout wild "hurrahs” and other vo­
ciferation*. At a given signal from the 
lecturer, bis bearers rush to the plat­
form and, throwing themselves down at 
his feet, cry out in tones of p.ty and an­
guish for salvation and redemption. 
While this pandemonium is in progress, 
Mr. Irwin bends over them and entreats 
for louder cries, and when this service, 
lusting about 15 minutes, is over, the 
gathering stand up, and they are asked 
if they received any tire from heaven- 
or if they have been saved. The wor­
shippers return to their seats, all the 
time acting in a very frenzied manner. 
Owing to the excessive heat the worship­
pers suffer to a great extent while pur­
suing their religious devotions.
