The Situation Sized Up.

The nearest size-up 'The World could reach
was that War Eagle was too high; that
the directors were too conservative, but
that they could easily clear the air vy in-
creasing the dividends and giving War
Eagle shareholders and ‘‘the boys” a
. chance at Centre Star at a price lower
! than that proposed.

One View of It.

Editor World: As a holder of stock In
the War Eagle mine and without any beat-
Ing about the bush, I would like to sug-
gest to the syndicate controlling this mine
ind Centre Star, that stock in Centre Star
Should be allotted to shareholders in War
Bagle at 75 cents per share, instead of at
twice that amount, as I hear it is proposed.
The owners of War Eagle ought to remem-
ber that they have used the plant of that
mine to develop Centre Star and in doing
this they have delayed the expected in-
crease in the dividends of War Eagle,
which the richness of that mine entitles
us to receive. Surely for this delay and
for the use of the plant we are entitled to
8 much ibetter preference than what I
hear we are to get.

War Eagle Shareholder.

While there is undoubtedly a good deal
in what our correspondent says, he must
remember that the syndicate themselves
pald $1.25 for some of their shares in the
Centre Star, and It is hardly likely that
they will accept less than this amount for
any, they may give to shareholders in the
War Eagle. As was stated in The World
yesterday, the whole thing turns on finding
what the equilibrium is as between Centre

¢ Star, War Eagle and Le Rol, all of which
ure first-class properties and, we believe,
will be great dividend payers. But they
must find a common level.—Ed. World.
A Montreal View of It,

The Insurance and Financial Chronicle
of Montreal, owned by R. Wilson Smith,
discusses the question this week as follows:

The ore shipments in the War Eagle are
Increasing, while development is being car-
ried on in all parts of the mine. The main
shaft is nearing the 800-foot level, and over
800 men are now constantly employed.

The recent fall in the value of the shares
is due to the announcement of the details
regarding the issué¢ of Centre Star stock.
The terms at first proposed were not look-
ed upon with favor and have since been
altered somewhat.

War Eagle shareholders were to receive
share for share of Centre Star stock at
$1.50 per share, and. the latter company,
it was announced, would pay 9 per cent.
Eer annum in dividends to commence with,

eginning with January next. This would
work out as follows: One share of War
Eagle at say $3.50, plus one share Centre
Star at $1.50—$5.00. The return on this
would be War Eagle 18 per cent. per an-
num, Centre Star 9 T cent. per annum,
total 27 per cent., giving 5.40 per cent upon
the investment, not at all an attractive re-
turn for mining stocks.

It is now proposed that Centre Star shall
pay 12 per cent. or possibly 18 per cent.
Per annum. The latter figure seems hardly
ikely at present for a mine which has just
commenced to produce, and besides as the
capital is $3,500,000 (twice that of War
Eagle), it would require twice the profits
which War Eagie now distributes, On the
basis of 12 J)er cent. for Centre Star the
return would be exactly 6 per cent. upon
the two stocks, or 8 per cent. upon Centre
Star alone. This looks better, but even
yet does not seem overburdened with at:
tractiveness for the outside publie, when it
iIs considered that the Centre Star divi-
dends are to be deferred for three or four
months, and that acquire the rights the
expensive War Eagle stock has to be pur-
chased. To those who are already holders
of War Bagle at lower figures there may be
desirable features about it, but there will
be no great rush on the part of the public
to buy War Eagle stock for the purpose of
acquiring rights to obtain Centre Star,

As regards War Eagle itself, shareholders
have been patiently waliting for exactly

one year for an increase in the dividend, (A

and it is now stated that it is not the in-
tention to give this until a large reserve
fund is bullt up. This latter, of course,
is very desirable, but as we intimated last
week, the company must be earning in net
profits at the rate of 75 per cent. per an-
num, and it does not seem reasonable that
the shareholders should receive only 18
per cent.

If the reserve fund

is bullt up at the rat
of say $500,000 per - e

annum or 30 per cent,
upon the capital, this should be all that is
necessary, and would ensure the payment
of dividends for nearly a year against a
strike, which 158 probably the only serious
contingency to be feared.

Brokers Talk.

One broker whose clients are carrying a
large amount of War Kagle stated to
The World that he could not understand
why War Eagle should go down on the
atmnm of the flotation of Centre Star.
War Kagle, he contended, should maintain
its price of a week ago, and for that
matter should really advance. The War
Eagle, he sald, is a’ consolidated mine, in-
cluding 12 claims in all, out of which three
are promising silver propositions in the
Slocan district, while the others are in
the Rossland diStrict. Centre gtar, on the
contrary, was a single claim. He made
the further statement that the present net
profits of War Eagle were a day, the
net yeturn for each ton of ore, deducting
all éxpenses, exceeding $10. The same
broker, however, complained of the way
in which it was egrogoﬂed to float Centre
Star. He clalmed that there were large
holders of War Kagle in his own office and
in the offices of some other brokers that
he named who had stood by the War Eagle
people and were therefore entitled to a
preference in the matter of Centre Star;
!in fact his contention was that these men
{who had stood by War Bagle should Le
allowed tq underwrite Centre Star at S$1
