CAMPANIA-EMBLETON COLLISION.

Suit in the British Admiralty Court
by the Owners of the Sunken
Vessel.

London, Nov. 13—~In the Admiraity Court
to-day the hearing was resumed in the
sult of the owners of the British barque
Embleton, te recover damages for her sink-
ing by the Cunard liner Campania, in July
last. As a result of the collision 11 of the‘
erew of the Embléton were drowned. The

vessel was loaded with dynawite.

The look-out on board the Campania at
the time of the collision testified that he
was a pattern-maker of New York, and
had never beem to sea before.

Paris Nov. 18;—Cacsar Deila Croce, who
was naturalized in New York iu 1893, has
bheen ordered to leave France within 24

hours, or be imprisoned.

Croce was seen by a representative of
the Associated Préss, and he said the rea-
sons for his expulsion were political,
ing an Italian by birth, Croee spéaks Eng-
lish brokenly. He has recently been de-

ndent on charity, seeking aid from the

"nited States Embassy, Consulate and
charitable institutioms; tho he contends he
is about to come into a fortune, Last year
he was arrested at Tou i ned
and relecased on the
U.S. Embassy here.
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
