Those Now Doing Their Turns in
Free Air Are Known Merely
as “Hoboes.”

Detectives are emtertaining men

Superintendent F. H. Tillotson of Kangas
City says that it Is bank robbing.

‘“The professional safe-crackers are about
all dead or serving terms of imprison-

ment,”’ he said, ‘‘Those who are operat-
ing along this line to-day we eall ‘hoboes,’
r ‘geggermen.’ These safe-blowers do not
meddle with the large bapks, but head for
those in the couuntry; which are not pro-
tected. Their chances for escape are, of
course, much better. These men are really
quite as dangerous/ as professional safe-
crackers, for there gre few safes that can-
not be blown open with nitro-glycerine—
an explosive that is easy to make, v

‘A bank robber may make a haul and
get away all right for a time, but in the
long run he is usually captured and sent
up for the job. If the robbety occurs
a small country town detectives are sent
for from the nearest largest city. This iIs
not done with the thought ‘of finding the
safe-blowers at that place, but in order to
see how the work, was done and to find out
about strangers in the town. The officer
assigned to the work nearly always takes
with-him a large number of photographs of
criminals likely to be the offenders, If one
of these can be identified as the plcture of
men who have been seen lately about the
place, it is generally easy to run th2m
down., Ipn many cases, of course, it proves
a very diffiéult thing to locate the safe-
cracker, and it is sometimes months before

| any trace of the parties can.be found.

“A case of safe-blowing of especial inter-
est was that of the Altoona Citizens’ Bank,
Flyve men
