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Government Urged to Seek Power to
Legislate for Herself on the
Subject.

AN INSOLVENCY LAW WANTED

—————
Conference of Business Men Sug-
gested in Matter—Stand Taken
on Defence Question,

The ponference of the boards of
trade of the Dominion was brought to

a close about 6.30 o'clock last even-|
: ing, the last record of the proceedings

being an expression of thankfulness
on the part of the delegates for the
hospitality shown them by the To-
ronto Board, and of satisfaction at
the- conclusions arrived at upon_ the
various subjects dealt with.

On re-assembling in the morning,
discussion was continued on the ques-
tion of defence.

o More Independence.

F. X. Perrault, Gaspe, spoke for
more independence for Canada. The
question, in his mind, was how to
establish the permanence of the em-

pire, and, at the same time, do justice

to the colony. Canada and the other
colonies should be nations in the em-
pires thaving f(their own army and
their own navy.

President Ames requested Dr. Mas-
gon to take the chair, while he said
a few words in sﬂpport of the Mont-
real Board's resolution, the adoption
of which was moved at Thursday
afternoon’s session. Mr. Ames said
that the time had come when Canada
should take a self-reliant and digni-
fled position. . The resolution called
for no support of aggressiveness on
the pant of the empire; it referred
simply to defence. Englishmen would
agree that Canada had done well in
South Africa, but, if Englishmen were
a little cynical about Canada’s full
manhoods they could, perhaps, be
pardoned. They looked on Canada as
a favored child, a boyish nation, but
not as a full participant in.the af-
fairs of the empire. Mr, Ames be-
tieved in a fixed policy of prepared-
mess for war as 'the best surety of
peaca If such a policy had been
pursted in South Africa, he doubted
if the war would have taken place.

Shy on Defence.

Mr. Heaton, Goderich, beleved in
Canadians paying their own way and
{nsisting on being men.

W. F. Hatheway, St. Johny, N. B,
thought that militarism was too par-
amount in Canada. He doubted the
propriety of discussing the matter of
defence, remarking that it was sig-
nificant that both Mr. Tarte and Mr.
G. W. Ross made no allusion to the
question in their splendid speeches at
the banquet the evening previous.

One of the delegates undertook to
read an extract from The Toronto
World, quoting an American paper on
the hostile feeling in the United
States against Canada, but the chair-
man called him -to order, ruling that
his remarks were irrelevant.

W. J. Ferguson, Stratford, support-
ed the Peterboro Board's resolution,
which had been offered as an amend-
ment.

The question of the right to intro-
duce further amendments then came
to be discussed, and, in this: connec-
tion, President Ames allowed a gener-
ous latitude.

A vote upon the question was reach-
ed shortly after 1 o'clock., Mr.
Evans’ amendment to the amendment,
stipulating, simply, that Canada
should provide for the defence of its
own interests, was lost, on a standing
vote.

Then the Peterboro amendment was
put, and it met the same fate.

An amendment by A. E. Kemp and

Hugh Blain was afterwards made,
and, on division, was also lost.
Pattullo’s Idea Lost,

Mr. Pattullo tried his hand with an
amendment, which, when stripped of
a lengthy preamble, set forth ‘that
this conference suggest that the gov-
ernment of Canada keep itself in com-
munication on the subject of defence,
by correspondence and conference,
with the governments of other Brit-
ish colonies and with the Imperial
authoritiess in order that the develop-
ment of our policy of defence may
more adequately provide for the pro-
tection and promotion of colonial in-
terestss and contribute in times of
common danger to the strength and
integrity of the whole British em-
pire.” g

This was lost by a vote of 36 to 34,
and the main motion was afterwards
adopted by 40 yeas and 32 nays, the
announcement. being received with
hearty applause.

The resolution adopted is:

“Phat, in the opinion of this con-
ference, it is the duty of this Domin-
ion, as an important division of the
empire, to participate in the cost of
the defence of said empire, and, there-
fore, that an annual appropriation
should be provided in the Dominion
budget for this purpose, to be ex-
pended as the Dominion gove;mmenn;
may direct.”

The Dual Language,

During the session, Mayor Howland
entered the chamber, and was given
a warm reception. His Worship ac-
knowledged the ovation with a few
appropriate remarks in English and
French. Hon. Mr. Masson, who was
in the chair at the time, replied with
a few words in his native tongue, and
the incident seemed to tickle the rest
of the members in attendance.

The afternoon session was opened by
the president in reading a letter 1TOTR

Copyright Question.® :

The question of Canadian copyright
was then taken up. In .lieu of &
lengthy resolution upon this subject
from the Toronto Board of Trade, Mr,
Thomson submitted the following:

‘““That this conference respectfully,
but strongly, urges the Premier of this
Dominion and his colleagues to take up
with the law officers of the Crown In
England the right off Canada to make
its own laws on the subject of CODPYy-
right, without which its rights as -
self-governing colony are incomplete.

Mr. Thomson referred his hearers to
the splendid paper by Sir John Thomp-
son upon that subject, just before his
death. After reading that no one could
doubt but that Canadians had the right
to legislate for themselves on this mat.
ter of copyright. There was no other
logical stand but that we should be
allowed to manage our own internal
affairs. #

J. D. Allan seconded the motion. He
said that to refuse Canadians the right
to legislate in copyright was to intro-
duce a colonial system of a very of-
fensive form. The present conditions
in regard to copyright were intolerable.

George Robertson, St. John, N.B.,
contended that our government had the
right to legislate. He ventured to say
that the government would not touch
the motion with! a ten foot pole.

Mr. Thomson denied that the govern-
ment had the right, stating that for
years our leading statesmen had| been
seeking it.

After some further discussion the mo-
tion was carried with an almost unani-
mous vote.

Railway Commission.

Hugh Blain then moved the adoption |
of the resolution of the Toronto board|
on the-subject of a railway commis-
sion, as follows:

“That the conference desires to place
itself on record as holding the opinion
that a properly-constituted commission
should be created, with power neces-
sary to deal with any questions affect-
ing the relations of all common car-
riers to the people.”

In support of the motion, Mr. Blain
remarked that either the railway com-
panies were unreasonable in their
treatment of the public or else the pub-
lic were unreasonable in their demands
on the companies. He was inclined to
think that both conditions existed, and
there was ample justification under
the circumstances for the establishment
of an independent tribunal that Would
adjust any differences arising and as-
sure a better feeling between the com-
panies and the public. As to govern-
ment ownership of railways he believed
it was a question thait would be received
with a great deal of doubt and hesi-
tation by the conference were it to
come before them.

A clause was added, recommending
that the Dominion government as-
semble at isome place, say Ottawas
one or more representatives of the
different provinces, to assist in draft-
ing such an act as to provide for the
proper management of estates by the
creditors, with as small legal expense
as possible.

Mr. Dyke, Fort Willlam, submitted
a motion, recommending to the gov-
ernment the importance of additiomal
railway facilities in the country, deep-
er waterways, longer navigation, ex-
tended harbor facilities and increased
shipping tonnage. The motion car-
ried.

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DR. BARRICK WRITES,

Editor World: In your issue of to-
days in a report of the meeting of the

Ontario Medical Association, the fol-
lowing appears:

“Dr. Knopps of New York, one of
the most eminent authorities on the
subject of tuberculosis, who gave an
address, spoke in the strongest pos-
gible condemnati®n of the resolution
adopted by the Congress of Tubercu-
losis in New York, and proposed by
Dr. E. J. Barrick of Toronto, to the
effect .that tuberculosis was an acute
infectious disease Dr. Knopps said
that nothing could do more harm to
the movement for the prevention of
the disease tham the teaching of any
such erroneous doctrine, Dr. Bar-
rick, he feared, was suffering from
“phthisisphobia,” and the publication
of any such statement would do
nothing but harm. Dr. Knopps said
phthisis was spread by the sputum,
ahd it was not an acute infectious
disease.”

I cannot believe that Dr. Knopps
was correctly reported, because, if so,
it would be a great humiliation to
science to find so eminent an expon-
ent coming to conclusions and calling
names without examining more oclose-
ly into the facts upon which his con-
clusions are based.

I had the honor of being selected
by the BExecutive Committee to sub-
mit the following resolution, prepared
by the officers of the congress, viz.:

“That it is the duty of every gov-
ernment, municipality and individual
citizen to adopt orgamized methods
for lessening the spread of a disease,
which is causing, directly or indirect-
ly, probably one-fifth of the total
deaths in- almost every country in the
wonrld.”

This resolution whas discussed at
length, supported by every speaker,
and unanimously endorsed by the
congress. E. J. Barrick.
