THETORONTO WORLD

The ’longshoremen’s strike at Mont-
real has its serious aspects for To-
ronto’s shippers. The Merchants’ Line
has four boats lying at Montreal, and
the Persia, which lefit here yesterday
morning, will add another to the num-
ber when ives. Five or six hund-
red tons of freight a week are brought
up by these boats as a rule. They
will have to lie in Montregl till they
get a cargo, as it is no use their
coming up light. It would be all right
if they could get their cargo to the
wharf, but now the teamsters are on
strike they are cut off altogether. The
boats have all the freight they can
carry waiting to go down to Mont-
real, but the navigation companies will
not undertake to deliver it any farther
than the Montreal wharves.

The head of Geddes’ Wharf is prac-
tically completed now. All that remains |
to be done is to put on the whaling and
the mooring hooks. 'The repairs which
are now going on under the freight
sheds reveal the peculiar way in which
these structures were erected. Instead
of piles being driven on which to rest
the buildings, blocks were placed upon
a boarding which simply lay on the
ground. ‘i'hose who are watching the
work as it goes on regard this as a
gspeedy method of building but hardly

_the way to put up a permanent struct-
ure. The entire repairing, including the
boarding of the roadway to the Esplan-
ada, will probably be finished in eight
or ten days. .

Some time ago the charts were given
away by the United States government,
but now a uniform charge is made for
all charts of twenty cents each, or if
you want a colored or mounted chart
the price is a little higher. A chart of
Georgian Bay, copied from Canadian
charts, and if anything a little bigger,
is sold for the sum of forty cents, while
we have to pay $1.50 for the same

chart.”
