Altho Eugene Walter's -“The Wolf,"”
presented at the Royal Alexandra last
night to an audience that crowdel
every part of the theatre, iz frankly
called a lodrama, it is something
moere than” is usually understood by
‘that term. The motive of the play s
gimple and hackneyed enough, but it
is treated in an original way. The
atmosphere i redolent of the finest
primeral and of the Canadian spirit
and' the whole interest depends on
the strongly contrasted characters, of
whom there only the round half dozen.

In the first act the situation is clearly
defined and iInterest is at once awak-
ened. There {s the harsh and un-
sympathetic Scotsman soured by his
own unfortunate experience and visit-
ing the sin of his wife on his imnocent
daughter. There is the villain of the
plece in the person of an American
engineer, with a dark past ,and a verit-
able Iago in wickedness and deceit.
There is the French-Canadian with
his simple honesty and yet nursing a
terrible revenge for the wrong done
his sister. There is his frdend who is
staunchly true and a young English-
man whose better instincts will not
permit him to stand aside and see in-
nocence betrayed. There is the girl
brought up in the wild woods, but
whose instinct teaches her the differ-

Thus from the first rising of the
curtain the audience feels the shadow
of tragical emotion, but reassured by
the conviction that ‘vice will be ulti-
mately punished and virtue rewarded.
This is the essence of melodrama, and
{s responsible to an ever present chord
in human nature. The emotional plea-
sure is heightened by the artisiic na-
ture of the presentation, which is con-
gpicuous for the absence of the de-
clamatory features associated with
ordinary melcdrama. Joseph Greene
gave strong color Lo the role of An-
drew McTavish, the Scotch settler.
Carl Anthony was manly and effec-
tive - as . the young French-Canadian
hero. Jean Beaubien and William Nor-
ton showed real power ip the unplea-
sant role of William cDonald, the
engineer. Jack Devereaux was excel-
lent as the light-hearted assistant,
George Huritley. Miss Marion Pollock
Johnson’s presentation of Hilda Mc-~
Tavish thoroly accorded with the part.
The scemery, especially of the first and
third acts, laid in' the woodlands dur-
ing the glories of the Indian summer,
was of exceptional beauty. The play
was  enthusiastically received, and -re-
peated curtaine calls testified to the.
approval -of the audience.
