|Indian Boy's Death Imminent
| as Result of Stranger’s

Deliberate Shot.

| Special to The Toronto World.
Orillia, Aug. 26.—An Indian boy by
the name of George i{s in the hos-

pital here with a badly crushed skull
as the result of either a children’s
accident or a deliberate and cold-
blooded agfempt of murder. The lad
was brought to the hospital by Dr.
| Bryants, a summer visitor at Long-
ford Mills, about nine miles north of
here.

According to the story told to Mayor
Curran by John Adams, a justice of
the peace of the district, as he learned
it from two little girls, companions
of the Indian boy, an unknown man
walked out of the woods into a clear-
ing where the children were playing,
and deliberately shot the boy in the
side of the head and went back into
the woods again.

The affair presumably occurred Sun-
day afternoon, but on account of the
isolation of the scene few particulars
are obtainable.

Constable James Mahoney of Long-
ford, and Indian Agent Charles Meyers
have stanted an investigation.

Shortly after midnight the boy was
reported by the matron of the hos-
pital to be still alive,, but little hope
is entertained for his recovery. When
brought to-"the hospital the skull had
been so badly shattered by the bullet
that the brains were protruding.
