MARKETS FUNCTION
BY SPECULATION

Elimination Would Be Calam-
ity to Grain Trade and
Country, Say Experts.

Washington, Jan. 14 —Existence of
future markets for speculation as a
necéssity in the grain trade, the
house agricultural committee was told
today by representatives of the Chi-
cago Board of Trade, who appeared
in opposition to legislation proposing
regulation of the exchanges.

“Exchanges c¢annot funotion with-
out. speculation,” declared Joseph P,
Griffin, president of the Chicago Board
of Trade. “All commodity prices in-
evitably fluctuate unless monopo-
lzell” o o

“Hedging,” he. declared, helped the
public by narrowing the dealer's pro- |
fit, thus increasing the price pald to
the producer.and decreasing the cost
to the consumer. oo !

Prices for wheat are fixed by the
laws of supply and demand, James E.
Boyle, professor of agricultural econ-
omics &t Cornell University, testified
Prices for grain én the Chicago Board
of Trade, in a general way “reflect
the supply and demand factors, and
meet the correct market test,” he
said, adding that both factors vary
from day to-day and account for
market fluctuations. :

The volume of future trading in
Chicago, Prof. Boyle estimated at
four times the actual grain produe-
tion, on which, he sald, was collected
a “toll” of only 1-4 cent a bushel,
which paid for the “insurance” fu-
ture. Without future trade, he esti-
mated it would cost at least five
cents a bushel to handle the grain
of the country,

They All Do It.

Preachers, lawyers,- doctors and
farmers and other men of moderate
means constitute a large percentage
of the epeculators, -Prof. Boyle said,
adding that their elimination would
be a ‘“calamity” 'to the country.

“Lots of people don't believe in
speculating unless they are doing it,”
he asserted, ;

The ‘“wide margin” between the
wholesale and retail prices of beef
was declared by C. A. Canby of the
Chicago Board of Trade, to be ‘“de-
trimental” to the cattle industry, and
he sald, must bé remedied to put the
business on a safe economic basis.

W. A. Hubbard, a banker of Lake
City, Minn.. sald he had appeared at
the request of the Bankers’ Associa-
tion, ag a representative of the farm-
ers. He and C. A, Chapman, a bank-
er of Rochester, Minn., opposed any
law which would prevent “hedging.”

Under Great Mental Strain.

At the outbreak of the war, the
then Captain QGriffithe was on local
garrison duty for a period and then
became assistant to the Montreal as-
sistant provost marshal.

Morrison
was in the dining-room with Leoni when
he saw him lJast. Leoni appeared te be
sober, but Morrison was under the in-
fluence of liquor. Bonniwell was- stand-
ing in a bent position, bieeding at the
mouth, in the parlor when he saw him
and he laid him on the floor. Jones’
remembrance as t0 whether Bonniwell
shook hands with Morrison on thé street
before the shots were fired was very
hazy, and when pressed. by Mr. Harvey.
Snyder, he confessed -that the statements
e made to the police were wrong.

Leoni’s Brother Testifles.

Adam Leoni, 248 Claremont street, a
brother of Sam“Leohi, i8 out on bail as
