Mr. Beatty: Mr. Speaker, I am pleased to accede to the 
request of my colleagues to explain my bill. The purpose of 
this bill is to allow evidence of a criminal conviction to be 
admitted in a subsequent civil action founded on the same 
facts. Such evidence was held to be inadmissible by the 
English Court of Appeal in the 1943 case of Hollington v. 
Hewthorn. Although Canadian courts have not applied the 
rule uniformly in this country, it poses a potential obstacle to 
evidence which is both relevant and of substantial probative 
value.

Other commissions are paid, on a 
quarterly basis, for optional services which may be available at 
sub post offices, (b) Prior to April 1, 1974, sub postmasters 
were paid for their actual sales based on their volume of sales 
for the corresponding quarter of the previous year. The system 
was changed to allow sub postmasters to receive, as soon as 
audited data is available for a given quarter, a remuneration 
which is representative of the volume of work performed.
