vishop. The reign of Lis Holiness over the IRo-
wan hicrarchy has been but shoit. IHe was
placed in the chair of St, Peter on the 27th of
September, 1823, and he died on the 10th inst.
Nor was his brief period of power distinguished
hy any great eveut, or any striking display ol
abitities, tle ordered and headed the ceremo.
nies of 4 jubilee,— increased the :ceclesiastical
staff of the Church by the conskcration of a
great number of bishops, with real or nomiylal
sees—made a consideiatie number of cardinals,
and died with some in petto, who thas, unfor-
