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New York, Sept. 9—Half the police de­
tectives in New York were at work to­
day trying to find who murdered Mrs. 
Elisabeth Nichols, a wealthy widow, and 
robbed her house of a small fortune in 
jewels.

Mrs. Nichols, after a desperate strug­
gle, was strangled to death about nine 
o’clock last night in her home in East 
Seventy-Ninth street, just off Fifth 
enue, in the heart of the millionaire 
residence district.

The murderers stripped diamond rings 
from the woman’s fingers and tore valu­
able jewels from her ears. It 
ported that they carried away a strong 
box containing jewels worth several 
hundred thousand dollars. Regarding 
this phase of the crjme, however, the 
police are reticent and no definite an­
nouncement has been made as to the 
value of the booty. It was known, how­
ever, that Mrs. Nichols’ collection of

jewels was worth nearly half a minion 
dollars, and the key to the casket that 
contained them was missing from the 
place where she always had worn It, on 
a ribbon around her neck.

The murdered woman was the widow 
of James B. Nichols, one of the found­
ers of the wholesale' grocery house of 
Austin, Nichols A Company. She we* 
sixty years of age. When her husband 
died, a year ago, he left her property 
valued at nearly 83,000,000.

av-GERMANS BEATEN 
IN GALICIA FIGHT 

"* * Petrograd, Sept, ft—The War Office 
announces:

“On the Rlga-Dvinsk front the general 
situation remains unchanged. German 
attempts to advance Tuesday in the 
region of the railway station at Gross 
Ekau (south of Riga), and Neuhut, were 
repulsed.

“In the direction of Dvinsk there were 
only unimportant advance post actions. 
The fight for the River Lautze continues. 
In order to occupy a more covered posi­
tion, our troops removed a little to the 
right of the Lautze.

“There have been no important changes 
on the routes toward Vilna. The Ger­
mans directed a violent artillery fire, ac­
companied by asphyxiating gases, against 

'o*r troops occupying the outlets from 
the Jakes in the region of Novo Trovi. 
Near the town of Orany, the enemy yes­
terday made attempts at an offensive.

“From Grodno stubborn German at­
tack* continue in the region of the rail­
way station, at Druskèniki and towards 
Skidel. In the latter direction, repulsing 
the enemy, we inflicted on him great 
losses and took some scores of prisoners.

“South of the Niemen, the enemy de­
livered extremely stubborn attacks in the 
region of Wolkowysk, on both sides of 
the valley leading to Slonim. On the 

( rqadâ from Lutsk to Rovno, there has 
" been no change. In the region of Doub- 

hok and Remenetz we occupied new po­
sitions on the Rivers Ikwa and Upper 
Goryn. ,

“In Galicia near Tamopol on Tuesday 
we achieved a greet success against the 
Germans. The German third guards di­
vision and the 48th reserve division, re­
inforced by an Austrian brigade, with 

' great quantities of heavy and light ar- 
tillery, according to statements made by 
prisoners, bed been preparing for sev­
eral days for a decisive attack. This 
was fixed for the n’ght of Tuesday-Wed- 
nesdsy. Forestalling the enemy, oar 
troops took the offensive and, after a 
stubborn fight on the “River Doljonlca, 
the Germans were completely defeated 
on Tuesday evening. The enemy left

prisoners in our hands more than 200 of­
ficers and 8,000 men. We captured 
thirty guns, fourteen of which were of 
heavy calibre, many machine guns, gun 
limbers and other booty.

“After, a brief pursuit, our t/oops oc­
cupied their former position*, on the 
river Sereth. The emperor, forcing re­
ceived a report of the defeat inflicted 
upon the enemy, sent an order to express 
to his valorous troops his joy and thank­
fulness for their success and the heavy 
losses inflicted upon the enemy.

“Farther south, in the region of Trem- 
bowla, on the 7th, we dislodged the 
enemy from a series of villages, making 
prisoners more than forty officers and 
nearly 2,600 soldiers, together with 
three guns and a dozen machine guns.

“Between the Dniester and the left 
bank of the Lower Sereth, the Austrians 
passed to the offensive in the course of 
the 7th in the region of the village of 
Voriatyntze.

“By flank attacks one of our battalions 
arrested the enemy’s offensive and took 
prisoners eleven officers and over 1,000 
Austrians and machine guns.

An of­
ficial connected with the embassy admit­
ted this yesterday. According to this 
informant, J. Schmidt, treasurer of the 
German embassy, Is the head of the 
clearing house, which is maintained at a 
monthly cost of from $25,000 to $80,000.

“Four expert telegraphers are kept 
busy day and night sending out German 
news wherever it will do good,” this of­
ficial said. It Is one of the greatest sys­
tems ever <tevised by Germans in this 
country. The news is received at Tuck- 
erton and Sayville. Every corner where 
Germans are domiciled is covered by this 
news service, even China, South and Cen­
tral America and Mexico.

The telegraph companies have put In 
special wires and assigned expert oper­
ators to handle the news. Direct wires 
run to the Tuckerton and Sayville wire­
less stations.
