The appeal is followed by such slo­
gans as “Energetic, ardent, immediate 
aid to our British brothers,” “Action 
committees of all countries, with a 
more determined and organized strug­
gle, with all power and all thought to 
aid English Labor.”

STRESSES ULTIMATE EFFECT
M. Zonievoff presumably is uncer­

tain as to the outcome of the imme­
diate issue. He lays stress on the 
point of its ultimate effect on the 
world’s resolutionary moVement, say­
ing “Whatever happens, regardless of 
the developments of the near future, 
no one can doubt that the events in 
England open a new era in England’s 
and the world’s labor movement.
