The Express points out that nel-
ther Lancashire through Lord Derby,
nor, Scotland through Sir Robert
Horne, is reprasented in the cabinet,
that Winston Churchill is a free trad-
er, and hls appointment is likely to
give rise to acute party dissension.

The real reason for Lord Beaver-
brook’s irritation is said to be that
he tried to force Sir Robert Horne
on Baldwin, and as Baldwin has little
liking for the owner of the KExpress
he refused to submit to such dicta-
tion or lo listen to the demands of
the “die hards.”

Lord Beaverbrook is also against
Baldwin over the Zinovieff letter,
which it is generally believed the
Daily Mall, Lord Rothermere's paper,
secured through the intervention of
Baldwin's friends, the Express being
deliberately ignored.

. May Affect Canada.

Unfortunately this warfare affects
Baldwip’s outlook on Canada.. Bald-
win’s experiences with both Beaver-
‘brook and Grant Morden have been
unfortunate, and the new Premier
is now inclined to look with suspicion
on any suggestions coming from that
gquarter.

The appointment of Col. Amery
and the elimination of the Duke of
Devonshire come from that section
of the party which says “We don’t
want any Dukes in the Conservative
cabinet.” ;

Colonel Amery is an out and out
protectionist and there is a predom-
inance of Midlanders in the cabinet,
Ancluding Baldwin, the two Cham-
berlains, Amery and Steel—Mait-
land, who all come from the Birm-
ingham district, and this is taken as
a sign that Baldwih is determined
to pursue his policy of preference to
which Churchill will obviously be
forced to agree.

Ordinary expenditure
during the month of October was ap-
proximately $4,000,000 less than during
September, amounting to $16,000,081.
Last year the net debt of the Dominion

Revenue Is Less,

Ordinary revenues for the seven
months of the fiscal year ended Oect.
81 were $32,855,603 less than in the
seven months’ period of 1923-24. Totul
ordinary revenue collected this year
was $214,404,842, while during the
seven ‘months ef the previous year it
amounted to $247,349,945. There were
marked decreases in revenbe from cus-
toms and excise taxes. Customs rev-
enues during the seven months of the
present fiscal year amounted to $64,-
745,876 as against $78,157,372 for the
same period a year ago, or a decrease
of $8,411,496. Excise .tax collections
this year totalled only $47,890,911 as
compared with $78.229911 in 1923-24,
or a decrease for this year of $25,839,-
000.. Income tax collections increased
from $47,681.290 last year to $50,514,-
911 this year.

During the month of October alone
excise tax collections totalled $7,5615,970
as compared with $12,382,112. The de-
crease in revenue from excise taxes is
accounted for, to a great extent by
modifications in the sales tax.

Expenditures Cut,
